2015 Adequate Yearly Progress Results

School and Local Educational Agency Appeal Form

A local educational agency (LEA), on its own behalf or on behalf of its schools, may appeal the results of the 2015 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) Report posted on the AYP Web page on December 15, 2015. A separate appeal form must be submitted for the LEA and each school. The results of an AYP appeal could impact the Program Improvement (PI) status of any Title I-funded LEA or school. 
The California Department of Education (CDE) will not accept appeals of AYP status on the grounds of calculation or data errors. These issues can be resolved by updating demographic data, enrollment and exit data, and special program data (e.g., English learner, students with disabilities, and socioeconomically disadvantaged students) in the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System Operational Data Store (CALPADS ODS). 
Appeal forms are due to the CDE postmarked no later than December 30, 2015. The CDE will inform LEAs of the status of these appeals by e-mail no later than January 13, 2016.

Appeal Criteria

An appeal of the 2015 AYP results may be submitted based on the following criteria only. Please check the appropriate box(es).

 FORMCHECKBOX 

A substantive reason exists for the LEA or school not making AYP.


Uncontrollable and unique circumstances render the AYP determination invalid. An example would be a natural disaster that disrupted the administration of the state assessments used to determine AYP. Supporting documentation is required to establish the compelling nature of the substantive reason.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Due to technical issues, beyond their control, the LEA or school was unable to administer or complete the administration of the test which affected schoolwide and/or significant student group participation rates. 
For example, a student accidentally completed a test using the incorrect Statewide Student Identifier (SSID). Due to a delay in associating the test results with the correct SSID, the student who “owned” the SSID was not able to take the test. Supporting documentation is required to establish the compelling nature of the substantive reason.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

The AYP determination was based on test results from other schools or LEAs (e.g., AYP was based on the district average where the school is located or the charter school authorizer).


In this instance, the LEA or school will have to submit test results or graduation data that are a more valid measure of the LEA’s or school’s performance.
Evidence/Documentation for Appeal

· Documentation and a detailed description of the evidence supporting the appeal (substantive reason, medical emergency, or valid test results) must be attached to this form. 

· Please delete or obscure all student names in supporting documentation. Other identifying characteristics, including student ID numbers or SSIDs, should remain.
The CDE will return any other type of AYP appeal to the appropriate LEA without processing. In particular, the CDE will not accept appeals from LEAs or schools on the grounds that they are disputing laws or regulations. Lack of documentation will result in a denial of the appeal.
