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Introduction
The following content contains the business rules for selecting demographic and program participation data (hereafter “demographic data”) from the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System Operational Data Store (CALPADS ODS) to produce the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) report.

CALPADS is a data system used for maintaining student-level data: demographic information, course enrollment, school enrollment, discipline data, assessment results, and other data used for state and federal reporting. With CALPADS as the source for this data, schools and LEAs can view and update their data at any time, providing the California Department of Education (CDE) with the most up-to-date data available for all reporting. 
In the context of accountability, the Analysis, Measurement, and Accountability Reporting Division (AMARD) relies on demographic data in CALPADS to identify student groups for AYP reporting. These data are extracted from the CALPADS ODS at the beginning of the AYP processing cycle, and is extracted once again after the data correction window has closed. The extracted data are then matched to assessment records from the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) and the California Alternate Assessment (CAA) for final AYP processing.
More information about the CALPADS data extraction and the data correction window can be found in the “Participation Rate Processing Rules” document. Demographics Processing with CAASPP Assessments

Since the CAASPP assessment contains two components for English language arts/literacy (ELA) and Math, the demographic processing has changed from previous years. While the business rules for selecting CALPADS records generally remain the same, each student receives four demographic determinations: one demographic set for each test in each subject. Demographics are processed for each of the tests below.

· ELA Computer Adaptive Test (CAT)

· ELA Performance Task (PT)

· Math CAT
· Math PT
Only one set of demographic data per subject is used for AYP. The set of data that is ultimately chosen for processing depends on the business rules for calculating the participation rate, which can be found in the “Participation Rate Processing Rules” document.
CALPADS Data Elements Used in AYP
AMARD extracts the following data elements from CALPADS for accountability reporting. The location of this data in CALPADS can be found in Table 3 at the end of this document.

· Primary Race/Ethnicity

· English Learner’s Date of First Enrollment in a U.S. School

· Student’s English Proficiency 

· Reclassified Fluent English Proficient (RFEP) Date

· Primary Disability Code

· Special Education Exit Date

· Parent Education Level (PEL)

· Free or Reduced-Price Meals (FRPM) Eligibility
· Homeless Student Status

· Foster Youth Status

· Migrant Student Status

· Direct Certification Status

CALPADS Extract Date Ranges
While CALPADS contains data for all academic years since its inception, the range of CALPADS data used for demographic data processing is limited to the reporting academic year (i.e., 2014–15). CALPADS data with dates outside the reporting academic year are not considered. The date range for the 2014–15 demographic data processing is from July 1, 2015 =-1 
2014
 to June 30, 2015. 

Each CALPADS record is marked with an “Effective Start Date” and an “Effective End Date.” Therefore, records with an Effective Start Date after June 30, 2015 are not considered. Similarly, records with an Effective End Date before July 1, 2015 =-1 
2014

 = 
 are also excluded from processing.
Not all CALPADS records have an Effective End Date. Records with an open end date generally represent a student’s current status. For example, if a student was identified as an English learner (EL) in February 2015 =-5 
2010
 and has not yet been reclassified as a fluent English proficient student, the CALPADS EL record may show a blank Effective End Date. In such cases, for AYP programming purposes only, the CDE will apply an end date of 6/30/2020. The end date of 6/30/2020 is also applied to records with out-of-range end dates (i.e., dates greater than 6/30/2015). 
Some examples that follow will show records with an Effective End Date of 6/30/2020.  These examples demonstrate the demographic selection process using open-ended records.
Overview of the Demographic Selection Process

CALPADS records are matched to the CAASPP assessment records using the five methods presented below, with priority given to method A, then method B, then method C, then method D, and finally method E.

Not every match method is used for all demographic data elements. The table below shows which match methods are applied to each data element. A “Yes” indicates that the match method is used for that data element. A blank cell indicates that match method is not used for that data element.

The matching process can be generalized in the flowchart shown below.  Only one match is needed.  Once a match is found, the selection process ends.
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Match Method A (First Priority)
Method A is the first match used in demographic processing.  The following criteria must be true for a first-priority match.

1. The SSID and school code of both the CALPADS record and the test record must match.

2. The test date must come between the Effective Start and End Dates.
If the second criteria is true for multiple CALPADS records, the record with an Effective Start Date closest to the test date is chosen.
Example A1: While there are multiple CALPADS records for the student, the record in the last row is selected for the following reasons:

1. The CALPADS SSID and the seven digit school code match the assessment file

2. The test date is between the CALPADS start and end dates. 
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Figure A1: Data for Exampie A1





Example A2:  Figure A2 shows a situation where the test date falls between the Start and End Dates of two CALPADS records (the third and fourth record).  However, the start date of the last record is closest to the test date and is selected for the same reasons described in Example A1.
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Match Method B (Second Priority)
If no matches can be found using Method A, Method B is used.

The following criteria must be true for a second-priority match.
1. The SSID and school code of both the CALPADS record and the test record must match.

2. The Effective Start Date must be the closest to the test date.


Example B1:  Figure B1 shows that the student exited Special Education before taking the CAASPP test. The CALPADS record with a Start date closest to the test date is the last record. Therefore, this record will be used to determine if the student should be identified as an SWD and be included in the SWD student group. Although the last record identifies the student exiting from Special Education as of 12/21/2015, the student will be included in the SWD student group per accountability rules (page 16). 
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Example B2:  Figure B2 shows that the student’s test date falls between two CALPADS program records. The first record ends on 12/12/2015= -1 
2014
, with the next record starting on 4/7/2015, which is six days after the test date.  Therefore, the closest CALPADS record to the test date is the last record.
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Match Method C (Third Priority)

If no matches can be found using Methods A or B, Method C is used.

The following criteria must be true for a third-priority match.

1. The SSID of both the CALPADS record and the test record must match.

2. The test date must come between the Effective Start and End Dates.


Example C1:  Figure C1 shows that the student’s test date falls between the Start and End Dates of the last CALPADS record, but the school code does not match the assessment school code.  However, this satisfies the criteria for a third-priority match and the last record is selected.
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Example C2:  Although the Start Date of last record in Figure C2 is closer to the test date, the test date actually falls between the Start and End Dates of the third record.  Even though assessment school code does not match the CALPADS school code, the third-priority criteria is still satisfied, and the third record is selected.
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Match Method D (Fourth Priority)

If no matches can be found using Methods A, B, or C, Method D is used.

The following criteria must be true for a fourth-priority match.

1. The SSID of both the CALPADS record and the test record must match.

2. The Effective Start Date must be the closest to the test date.


Example D1:  In some cases, the student’s data are not up-to-date.  Figure D1 shows this situation.  After matching CALPADS records to the assessment record by SSID, the resulting data set shows that the most recent record was effective 8/16/2015= -2 
2013
.  However, even though there is nearly a 2-year gap between the Start Date of the CALPADS record and the assessment test date, this record is kept for processing because the End Date comes after the start of the processing year (i.e., 7/1/2015 =-1 
2014
).  In this scenario, the last record still satisfies the criteria for Method D, and is selected. 
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Match Method E (Fifth Priority)

For Race/Ethnicity (hereafter “race”) data only, if no matches were found using Methods A, B, C, or D, or if the match resulted in blank data, the records are reprocessed using Method E.

The following criteria must be true for a fifth-priority match.

1. The demographic element being processed is race data, and the data is blank or missing.
· The Hispanic/Latino (HSPLT) Indicator is considered race data and is also processed through this step.
2. The SSID of both the CALPADS record and the test record must match.

Method E searches for the most recent non-blank race data, regardless of the age of the CALPADS record. Therefore, while highly unlikely, Method E could return a CALPADS record with race data that is several years old. 
Race and HSPLT are processed through this fifth priority method separately. Blank race data are reprocessed regardless if HSPLT data are blank, and vice versa.

Example E1: Figure E1 contains the race information for a student after Methods A, B, C, and D have been processed. Even though the assessment record was matched to a CALPADS record, the CALPADS record contained blank race data. Therefore, these data are reprocessed to find the most recent non-blank race data. The record with the race value of ’300’ is selected, even though the record is from a different school during a previous academic year, and even though older records indicate a different race.
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After finding this historical data, the matched assessment/CALPADS data set is updated to reflect the new race value, shown below.
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Missing or Retired Assessment Data

While most student assessment records contain all the necessary information to process demographic data, some records are missing crucial information needed to perform the matches described above. The following sections explain how the CDE recovers missing information from other data in the same record, or from data in other student records at the same assessment school.

Missing Test Date (CAASPP)
If a CAASPP test (CAT or PT) is missing a test date, the CDE will populate the test date in the order below.  All tests must have a test date to be processed for demographics. 

1. Use the most common test date at the same school.
2. If two or more test dates are tied as being the “most common test date,” the earliest test date is used.
3. If there are no common test dates available at the school where the student tested, the test date of 4/15/2015 is used. This date is the mid-point of testing. 
Missing Test Date (CAA)
Missing test dates from the CAA test are handled in the same manner as CAASPP tests, with the exception that the CAA test only has one test date per subject (ELA or Math).  If a missing test date is found, the CDE will follow the CAASPP procedures to recover a CAA test date.
Retired SSIDs
Students who are mistakenly assigned multiple SSIDs may have tested under one or all of their SSIDs before finally resolving to one SSID, retiring the others. The retired SSIDs are not linked to any demographic information, and thus the CDE updates all retired SSIDs with the non-retired SSID for demographic processing. All retired SSID information is obtained from CALPADS.

Specific Demographic Business Rules 
The following section describes specific business rules for several demographic data elements.
Race/Ethnicity Business Rules
The race data in CALPADS are converted to one of the eight main race categories used for accountability reporting. Please refer to Table 1 at the end of this document for a list of race codes in CALPADS.

Figure F below demonstrates how the CDE converts race data and HSPLT data into the final race reported for accountability.
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If a student’s CALPADS record indicates more than one race, all of which are subcategories of a main race category, then assign the student to the main race category.  For example:

· Student 1 is Chinese, Korean, and Hmong. Assign the student as “Asian.”
· Student 2 is Tahitian and Samoan. Assign the student as “Pacific Islander.”
If a student’s CALPADS race crossed more than one of the eight main categories, then assign as ‘Two or More Races.’ For example:

· Student 3 is White and Black or African American. Assign the student as “Two or More Races.”
· Student 4 is Hawaiian and Japanese. Assign the student as “Two or More Races.”
Regardless of student group, if the student indicates that they are Hispanic or Latino, then they are assigned to the Hispanic or Latino student group. For example:

· Student 5 is Filipino, but is also Hispanic or Latino (HSPLT is ‘Y’); the student is assigned as “Hispanic or Latino.”

· Student 6 is White, but is also Hispanic or Latino (HSPLT is ‘Y’); the student is assigned as “Hispanic or Latino.”

If a student’s assessment record (i.e., paper test) cannot be matched to any CALPADS record, and all methods to recover a student’s race have been exhausted, the student is reported as “Two or More Races.”
If the matching CALPADS record results in blank race data, and all methods to recover historical race information still results in blank data, then no race/ethnicity is reported.
Socioeconomically Disadvantaged Rules
Several CALPADS data fields are used to identify socioeconomically disadvantaged (SED) status. If at least one socioeconomic indicator is true for a student, the student is included in the SED student group. The following information provides a description of how each indicator is processed.
· Migrant, Homeless, and Foster Youth Indicators
· If a student was migrant, homeless, or foster youth for any portion of the academic year at the school where the student was tested, the student will be included in the SED student group for accountability purposes.

· If a student was migrant, homeless, or foster youth from a previous academic year at the school where the student was tested, they are still considered SED for accountability purposes until their status is changed.

· FRPM and Direct Certification Indicators

· If a student was eligible or participating in FRPM, or has a Direct Certification for FRPM for any portion of the academic year at the school where the student was tested, they will be included in the SED student group for accountability purposes if their CALPADS records satisfies one of the following scenarios:

· A Start Date prior to the academic year and an Exit Date sometime during the academic year.

· Start and Exit Dates during the academic year.

· A Start Date during the academic year and no Exit Date, or the Exit Date is after the academic year (e.g., July 9, 2015).
· Alternatively, if the CALPADS Start and Exit Dates for FRPM or Direct Certification shows a start date prior to the academic year and no exit date, or the exit date is after the academic year, the student will be considered as “not participating” in that respective socioeconomic indicator. For example, consider the following scenarios for the 2014–15 academic year.

· Parent Education Level Indicator

· If both parents’ highest education level is “Not a High School Graduate,” the student is included in the SED student group.
Students with Disabilities Rules
Students with Disabilities (SWD) are included in the student group if they have a valid disability code, took the CAA, or if they exited special education within the last two years.  These newly-exited special education students are given a disability code of ‘000’ and their special education exit date is recorded for AYP processing.  See Table 2 at the end of this document for a list of disability codes used in accountability.
For the 2014–15 processing year, a special education student who exited special education after April 15, 2015 =-2 
2013
 is considered to have received special education services within the last two years and is included in the SWD student group.

Student’s English Proficiency Rules (EL Student Group)
Students will be included in the EL student group if they meet either of the following criteria.

1. Identified as an EL student in the “English Language Acquisition Status” field
2. The student was reclassified as fluent English proficient within the past three years. EL students who were reclassified after April 15, 2015=-3
2012
 are included in the EL student group.
