1. Post student achievement data and PI designations on the CDE Web site.

2. Disseminate information and provide training on state-developed tools and the PI process.

3. In partnership with county offices of education, offer effective technical assistance regarding the PI process.
4. Implement California Code of Regulations, Title 5, that pertain to Supplemental Educational Services (SES).

5. Review SES provider applications and recommend eligible applicants for approval to the State Board of Education.

6. Maintain approved SES providers’ database and post approved SES provider list on CDE Web site.

7. Monitor and evaluate approved SES providers.
