Elsie Allen High School (EAHS) has increased its academic rigor: 

Staff meets the individual needs and learning types of all students through careful placement, counseling guidance and the identification of individual needs. More students have enrolled in Honors classes matriculating into Advanced Placement courses. The University Center at EAHS is a specialized program, a partnership between Santa Rosa City Schools and Sonoma State University. Student participants are able to accelerate their learning and begin taking transferable college courses during their junior and senior years of high school, thus earning up to a full year of college credit before graduating from EAHS. Students are provided with access to support courses focusing on time management, study skills, Scholastics Achievement Test preparation, postsecondary planning and college and career exploration.
Using data is contributing to the school’s success: 

All students are pre-tested as to their current English and mathematics skill level and placed in Intensive English Language Development, Strategic, California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE), or Academic English and Algebra Tutorial, Algebra Readiness, Algebra Readiness Lab, CAHSEE, or Algebra I classes.
Benchmark testing occurs every six weeks in English and math classes. Results are recorded on the Online Assessment Recording System, whereby teachers counsel students and adjust teaching practices. Individual student reports, which include Standardized Testing and Reporting and CAHSEE data are presented to and discussed with students by administrators in Homeroom period. Students become aware of their achievement levels and work hard to increase their scores thereby changing the community perception about their school.

Keys to Success:
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English-Language Arts. Coordinated efforts on the part of Prentice Hall, Language! and math coaches provide teachers with program fidelity and peer assistance. Students are benefiting from enhanced teacher collaboration that is focused on data analysis, standards-based instruction, pacing guides, lesson alignment and formative assessments. 
· Interventions. Elsie Allen High School offers success to all students by sponsoring Homeroom four days a week, Freshman Link Crew and Parent Link Program, on-line instruction via Cyber High, Homework Club, Saturday CAHSEE tutoring workshops, support counseling services and Advancement Via Individual Determination peer educators.
