Background

Each year local educational agencies (LEAs) are required to report specific data on students with disabilities (SWDs) who received (or who were denied) a waiver for one or both parts of the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) requirement, pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 60851(c). The collection of these data is authorized by the California Code of Regulations, 
Title 5, Section 1207.1. December 31, 2011 is the deadline for submitting your data on those students who received (or who were denied) a waiver during the 2010–11 school year (July 1, 2010 through 
June 30, 2011).
Instructions and Form


The California Department of Education (CDE) provides a password-protected Microsoft Excel form to be used by each LEA to report its data. 
The instructions and form are available on the CDE CAHSEE Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/tg/hs/. In response to requests from LEAs in prior years, we have eliminated the dropdown option for the first five fields, plus the student’s last name, first name, and statewide student identifier (SSID). All fields must be completed for each student who requested a waiver during the 
2010–11 school year. We would appreciate your diligence in reporting your data with these changes in mind.
For data collection purposes, the CDE needs to have a response from all LEAs, even those that did not receive a waiver request. Any LEAs that did not receive a request for a CAHSEE waiver in the 2010–11 school year must e‑mail the CAHSEE Office at cahseedatacollections@cde.ca.gov. Include in your e-mail that your LEA did not receive any requests for a CAHSEE waiver, your LEA name, and your County-District-School code (CDS code).
A password is required to access the form. Your password is: XXXXXXXXXXX
1. When prompted, enter your password.
2. Complete each of the fields for those SWDs who were granted a waiver for one or both parts of the CAHSEE during the 2010–11 school year (July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011), as described in the file layout below.

Note that each field can only be populated with the codes described in the file layout except the first five fields where you must enter the information. Please do not modify the format of the electronic form while completing your Excel file.

Before submitting your form to the CDE, please save the form as “(Your District or LEA Name) CAHSEE Waiver 2011.xls.” (i.e. Los Angeles USD CAHSEE Waiver 2011.xls.)
