For the February 2011 SPP, new baseline data for Indicator 4B, and baseline data and targets for Indicators 6 (Preschool LRE), 13 (Secondary Transition) and 14 (Post-school) will need to be calculated and reported. These indicators will be reported in the SPP only.

For the February 2011 APR submission, Indicator 7, Preschool Assessment, will be reported for the first time.
