Foresthill High School is a small school with 263 students in the Placer Union High School District, and has a principal, and an assistant principal/athletic director. We have a total of 11.17 FTE teachers. The closest school within our district is 20 miles away. Due to the small size of the staff and the number of responsibilities each play at this small comprehensive school, the school wishes to form a site council composed of 10 members: the school principal, three teachers, one other staff member, three parents, and two students. Even though the composition of the council is reduced, the council will continue to take an active role in reviewing student data, writing the single plan, and building a budget that is centered on student achievement.
