	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved all waiver requests since the deadline for submission of the State Testing Apportionment Information Report and Certification was added to the California Code of Regulations Title 5 (5 CCR), and the SBE Waiver Policy 08-#: State Testing Apportionment Informational Report Deadline (available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/statetesting.doc). 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The regulations for the State Testing Apportionment Information Report and Certification were amended in 2005 to include an annual deadline of December 31 for the return of the Apportionment Information Report and Certification for prior year testing. Separate reports are required for the Standardized Testing and Reporting Program (STAR), the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE), and the California English Language Development Test (CELDT).The submission of these reports allow the California Department of Education to reimburse local educational agencies (LEAs) costs for these testing programs. 

The LEA filing for this waiver request missed the 2009–10 fiscal year deadline for requesting the STAR apportionment due to transitions in LEA testing personnel. 
The LEA is now aware of this important deadline and will submit the STAR Apportionment Information Report and Certification to the CDE STAR Office for reimbursement.

Therefore, the Department recommends approval of this waiver request. Approval of this waiver will allow the Department to process the final reimbursements for this LEA.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Because this is a general waiver, if the SBE decides to deny the waiver, it must cite one of the seven reasons in EC 33051(a). The state board shall approve any and all requests for waivers except in those cases where the board specifically finds any of the following: (1) The educational needs of the pupils are not adequately addressed. (2) The waiver affects a program that requires the existence of a schoolsite council and the schoolsite council did not approve the request. (3) The appropriate councils or advisory committees, including bilingual advisory committees, did not have an adequate opportunity to review the request and the request did not include a written summary of any objections to the request by the councils or advisory committees. (4) Pupil or school personnel protections are jeopardized. (5) Guarantees of parental involvement are jeopardized. (6) The request would substantially increase state costs. (7) The exclusive representative of employees, if any, as provided in Chapter 10.7 (commencing with Section 3540) of Division 4 of Title 1 of the Government Code, was not a participant in the development of the waiver.
