	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) direct the President of the SBE, in conjunction with the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI), to:

· approve the submission of California’s quarterly report (Attachment 1) to the Student Achievement and School Accountability (SASA) Programs of the U.S. Department of Education (ED), and 

· authorize the CDE to submit the required July 2011 quarterly report, providing any updated evidence to resolve findings on the conditions of the California Title I Part A grant. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its March 2011 meeting, the SBE received a copy of the status report provided on December 10, 2010, to the SASA Program Office documenting further evidence on outstanding compliance issues.

At its November 2010 and September 2010 meetings, the SBE was provided updates on the CDE response to the Title I monitoring reviews.

At its July 2010 meeting, the SBE received a copy of the ED Report of California’s February 22–27, 2010, Monitoring Visit. The Report can be found on the ED Lead and Manage My School Web page at http://www.ed.gov/admins/lead/account/monitoring/index.html (Outside Source).

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)


In May 2010, the SBE authorized the SBE President, in conjunction with the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI), to submit its final Report of Findings and Recommendations to the February 22–26, 2010, onsite monitoring visit of the following 
programs: Title I, Part A (Basic); Title I, Part D (Neglected and Delinquent); and Title VII, Subtitle B of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Assistance Act response to the ED SASA Program’s Office. The final report was sent on June 28, 2010.

In March 2010, the SBE received a report on the February 22, 2010, SASA monitoring review of California’s implementation of Title I, Part A, Improving Basic Programs operated by local educational agencies (LEAs); Title I, Part D, Prevention and Intervention Program for Children and Youth Who are Neglected, Delinquent, or At-Risk of Dropping Out of School (N or D); and Title X, Part C, the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Assistance Act of 2001 (Homeless). The Title III, English Learner Program was monitored in May 2009 and was not included in the February 2010 visit.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In October 2010, the CDE received an e-mail from Gay Ojugbana, Education Program Specialist, ED, regarding the status of the California’s quarterly report for repeat findings from the SASA Programs Office on the Title I onsite monitoring review from 2007 to 2010.

As a condition of the California Title I, Part A Grant Award number S010A100005, Attachment T, the California President of the State Board of Education must report to the SASA office on a quarterly basis on the status of the state’s efforts to resolve each of the recurring Title I, Part A monitoring findings from 2007 to 2010.

Attachment 1 is California’s response to the SASA Title I Conditions Quarterly Report. It provides a brief description of what has been done to resolve each of the three recurring findings on the Title I Part A grant award.

	Brief description of what the State is doing to resolve:

The March 2011 SBE Item 7, Attachment 1, provided documentation that the CDE has taken necessary actions to ensure that LEAs correctly calculated their set-asides for FY 2009 and FY 2010. The CDE also provided documentation for four LEAs that these calculations were done correctly.


	Identify Finding:

Private schools: LEAs did not maintain control of Title I program, including oversight in awarding contracts to provide Title I services and consultation requirements not met.
	Status of Finding: Pending response from ED

	
	Brief description of what the State is doing to resolve:
The CDE provided documentation to the ED in its December Response which resolved two of three findings in indicator 3.5. This included evidence of correspondence to LEAs regarding Title I design, implementation and evaluation (3.5.1), and ensuring as part of the consultation process, what standards and assessments will be used to measure the annual progress of Title I, Part A programs provided to private schools participants (3.5.2). Finding 3.5.3, which required a break-out of the third-party provider contract, will be re-transmitted to ED with additional explanations as part of this April Quarterly Report.
