	The History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee (HSS SMC) will meet on December 18–19, 2014, to discuss the results of the field review survey and proposed edits to the draft History–Social Science Framework for California Public Schools (HSS Framework).The HSS SMC will advise the Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Resources Division staff on editing the HSS Framework. The task is to prepare the draft HSS Framework for presentation and discussion at the February 5–6, 2015 meeting of the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC). At the February meeting the IQC will take action to recommend that the State Board of Education (SBE) adopt the HSS Framework.
Included with this item are following attachments:

1. The field review survey report (Attachment 1). The report includes the complete text of all comments received during the survey.
2. A list of additional CDE-recommended edits that reflect legislation passed in the recently-concluded session (Attachment 2).

3. Revised Introduction and Universal Access chapters submitted by HSS SMC Co-Chair Nancy McTygue, and a proposed grade-level overview for middle school (Attachment 3).

4. A summary list of public comment submitted in the field review survey, submitted by e-mail or regular mail, or provided to the HSS SMC at its September 17, 2014 meeting (Attachment 4).

5. The complete text of all public comments received by e-mail, regular mail, or direct submission, provided on a flash drive (Attachment 5). A list of all of the individual comments received is included on the drive.
6. The framework guidelines adopted by the SBE as updated on September 3, 2014 (Attachment 6).

The HSS SMC will take public comment prior to taking action on the draft HSS Framework. The HSS SMC will consider the following actions:
1. To respond to the field survey report by approving a list of recommended edits to the HSS Framework for the full IQC to consider at its meeting on February 5–6, 2015;

2. To empower the Co-Chairs of the HSS SMC, Nancy McTygue and Bill Honig, to further update the narrative course descriptions based on contributions from the scholar network at the California History–Social Science Project and from the civic education writing team contracted with the Sacramento County Office of Education, and to bring those revised drafts to the HSS SMC and full IQC in February.
The following principles should guide decisions regarding edits to the draft framework based on comments received during the first 60-day public review and comment period. Typographical, punctuation, spelling, syntax, and other grammar-and language-usage kinds of errors that are noted will be fixed.

Remember that changes to the draft framework should:

· Be consistent with the State Board’s adopted guidelines
· Provide clarification

· Add value to the draft chapter

· Be consistent with and support the grade level standards 
· Be supported by research; the research must be properly cited

· Eliminate redundancies
· Create clear and concise narrative required in the guidelines
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
