1. Recommendation of Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) and Content Review Experts (CREs) (Information/Action)
[bookmark: _Hlk55296854]Applications to serve as IMRs and CREs for the 2026 ELA/ELD Instructional Materials Follow-up Adoption have been submitted for consideration by the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC), which will recommend applicants to the State Board of Education for appointment at its January 14–15, 2026, meeting. The California Department of Education has reviewed and provided recommendations to the IQC. The majority of IMRs must be classroom teachers who currently teach students in transitional kindergarten, kindergarten, or grades one through twelve; have a professional credential under California law; and have experience with and expertise in evidence- and standards-based educational programs and practices in ELA, literacy, ELD, and bilingual and/or multilingual education. Each CRE must have a master’s degree or higher and five or more years of experience with and expertise in standards-based educational programs and practices, or a doctoral degree. Commissioners received reviewer applications and applicant résumés.
