A. 2019 World Language Standards for California Public Schools
1. Recommendation of Members of the World Language (WL) Standards Advisory Committee (SAC) (Information/Action)

The WL SMC will review the applications and recommend applicants for appointment to the WL SAC to the full Instructional Quality Commission (IQC). Once the full IQC takes action on the WL SMC recommendations, those recommendations will be forwarded the State Board of Education (SBE). The SBE will appoint WL SAC members at the January 2018 SBE meeting.

Assembly Bill 2290, Chapter 643, Education Code (EC) Section 60605.5 requires the Superintendent, in consultation with the Instructional Quality Commission, to select a group of experts in this subject area to develop recommended revisions to the California World Language Standards. A majority of this group of experts shall be current public school elementary or secondary classroom teachers who have a professional teaching credential that is valid under state law.

The information in the WL SAC Application Summary Table (Attachment 1) is provided to support the appointment of a WL SAC that has experience across all grade spans and, consistent with the WL Standards Guidelines, experience with dual language programs.
