C. ELA/ELD Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Information)

Launch events focused on the ELA/ELD Framework continue to be well-attended and well-received. The final two launch events are scheduled for 2016: January 29, sponsored by the Center for Advancement of Reading and Los Angeles County Office of Education (COE); and April 25, at the Santa Clara COE. Additional framework related resources are being finalized: an Executive Summary of ELA/ELD Framework Summary, developed by a grant through Sacramento COE, is available in the resources section of the ELA/ELD Framework Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/rl/cf/elaeldfrmwrksbeadopted.asp. Grade-span trifold documents for parents are also being developed. In addition, California Department of Education (CDE) is working on a study guide for English learners and plans for additional study guides on the five key themes of Meaning Making, Language Development, Effective Expression, Content Knowledge, and Foundational Skills. The CDE is also revising the ELA/ELD Framework Web page to provide users easier access and navigation to the resources.
D. 2015 ELA/ELD Adoption of K–8 Instructional Materials (Information)

Staff will briefly update the members on the following topics: 

· Publishers will submit revised materials reflecting all Edits and Corrections required by the SBE (including Social Content citations and administrative updates). 
· The CDE evaluation of the revised materials will be completed by the end of February. The CDE will then distribute the notifications of completion to publishers of adopted programs.
· Following notification, publishers will then have 60 days to send final copies of modified (only) instructional materials to the CDE and those Learning Resource Display Centers (LRDCs) to which they sent initial copies of their program(s); these materials will be labeled “final edition.” Publishers must also guarantee delivery of textbooks and instructional materials before the opening of school if specified in the contract with the purchasing district.
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
