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1. Welcome and Introductions (Information)
ELA/ELD Subject Matter Committee (ELA/ELD SMC) members and other Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) members will introduce themselves and members of the public in attendance at their meeting sites. California Department of Education (CDE) staff will introduce themselves and any members of the public in attendance at CDE.

2. ELA/ELD Focus Group Report (Information)
Four focus group meetings were held in May and June 2012 to gather input on what guidance and information should be included in the English Language Arts/English Language Development (ELA/ELD) Framework.
