1. 2012 Instructional Quality Commission Orientation

Earlier in the morning, the Commission conducted an orientation for the new members.

2. Full Commission

2.A. Meeting called to order at approximately 2:10 p.m. by 2009 Commission Vice Chair Hernandez.
2.B. Salute to the flag led by Commissioner Herczog.

2.C. Overview of the Agenda

There were no changes to the agenda. Vice Chair Hernandez announced that there are twelve new commissioners: Angel Barrett, Kristyn Bennett, Ed D’Souza, Jose Dorado, Angie Estonina, Lori Freiermuth, Marlene Galvan, Bill Honig, Jo Ann Isken, Nancy McTygue, Socorro Shiels, and Julie Spykerman. In addition, the State Board of Education (SBE) appointed Lauryn Wild to take Will Parish’s place when his term ends in December 2012.

At 9:02, Commission Chair Honig called the meeting to order. He reopened the Executive Committee. It was brought to the attention of the committee that Commissioner Shiels requested to be assigned to the Mathematics SMC. All committee members agreed to the request. Commissioner Shiels was assigned to the Mathematics SMC.
12. Mathematics Subject Matter Committee

SMC Chair D’Souza called the Mathematics SMC meeting to order.

12.A. Election of Vice Chair (Action)

SMC Chair D’Souza asked for nominations for vice chair of the committee. Commissioner Dorado nominated Commissioner Spykerman. With no further nominations, Commissioner Spykerman was elected vice chair by acclamation.
12.B. Establish Goals for 2012 (Information/Action)

12.C. Presentation on the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics (CCSSM) (Information)

(To accommodate the presenter’s schedule, Item 12.C. was heard before Item 12.B.)

Jason Zimba, one of the authors of the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics (CCSSM) and a co-founder of Student Achievement Partners, provided an overview of the development and principles of the CCSSM. He emphasized focus, coherence, and rigor as the major shifts in mathematics education and offered insight into what each of these underlying principles means for mathematics instruction and learning.

12.D.1. The Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, 2013 Revision

Deborah Franklin, Education Programs Consultant, CFIRD, provided information regarding the roles members of the Commission play in the revision of the Mathematics Framework.

12.D.2. Report on the Mathematics Focus Group Meetings and Public Comment Received Regarding the Revision of the Mathematics Framework (Information).

Mary Sprague, Education Programs Consultant, CFIRD, presented the Mathematics Focus Group Report and explained that the comments received at the meetings and the written comments compiled in the report served as the basis for the development of the draft guidelines for the Mathematics Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC).

12.D.3. Draft Guidelines for the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) (Information/Action)

Members of the Mathematics SMC and other Commission members and SBE Liaison Ilene Straus discussed and recommended changes and additions to the “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2013 Revision of the Mathematics Framework” (Attachment 9). CFIRD staff noted that the Mathematics SMC’s changes to the draft guidelines would be identified by underlining for additions and strikethrough for deletions in the revised version prepared for action by the full Commission.

ACTION:  Commissioner Spykerman moved to recommend to the full Commission approval of the “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2013 Revision of the Mathematics Framework” with the recommended changes and additions and to forward the draft guidelines to the State Board of Education. Commissioner Isken seconded the motion. There was no further discussion or public comment. The motion was approved by unanimous vote of the committee members present (7-0). 
12.D.4. Recommendation of Members of the Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) to the State Board of Education (Information/Action)
