C.  Report of the Chair

2013 Commission Chair Honig reported on the following:

· At the May 7th SBE meeting, the draft English Language Arts/English Language Development Framework was presented as an informational item. The draft Framework was very well received with a few comments and questions.

1.  Report on the Science Focus Group Meetings and Public Comment Received Regarding the Revision of the Science Framework (Information)
Bryan Boyd provided an overview of the Science Focus Group Report. He explained that the report was a compilation of oral and written comments received in January and February at the time of the focus group meetings. All input received served as the basis for the development of the draft guidelines for the Science CFCC. 
2.  Discussion of the Draft Guidelines for the Revision of the 2016 Science Framework (Information/Action)
Members of the Science SMC, other Commission members, and SBE liaisons discussed the recommended changes and additions to the “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2016 Revision of the Science Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve.” The draft guidelines were developed based on the focus group report. The CFIRD staff highlighted changes and additions during the discussion in preparation for action by the full Commission. 

ACTION: Commissioner Spykerman moved to recommend to the full Commission approval of the “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2016 Revision of the Science Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve” with recommended changes and to forward the draft guidelines to the SBE for adoption.  Commissioners Freiermuth seconded the motion. There was no additional discussion or public comment. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of the committee members present (8–0). 7.  History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee

SMC Co-Chair McTygue called the History–Social Science SMC meeting to order.

A.  Election of Vice Chair (Action)

SMC Co-Chair McTygue asked for nominations for vice chair of the committee. Commissioner Wild nominated herself. With no further nominations, Commissioner Wild was elected vice chair by acclamation.

B.  Establish Goals for 2014/2015 (Information/Action)

After a discussion, the following goals for 2014/2015 were presented to the SMC:

1. Work on the History–Social Science Framework, using as a starting point the draft approved in July 2009 by the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission. Update the draft document as needed to reflect events and statutory changes since that date, and approve it for the first 60-day field review as required by the California Code of Regulations.
2. Remain informed on issues that affect curriculum, assessment, professional development, and instructional materials in history–social science.
Onkar Bindra of the Sikh community offered public comment on the goals. He supported the overall work on the framework but called for a required course on world religions based on the model currently in use by the Modesto school district.
ACTION: Commissioner Wild moved to approve the proposed goals for 2014/2015 and forward them to the full Commission. Commissioner Galvan seconded the motion. There was no additional discussion or public comment. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of the committee members present (6–0). Commissioner Dorado was absent from the meeting.
C.  Update on the History–Social Science Framework (Information)

Ken McDonald of the CFIRD staff provided a brief update of the development process and content of the 2009 draft updated framework. Gary Dei Rossi, former Deputy Superintendent of the San Joaquin County Office of Education and former member of the History–Social Science Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee, added comments about his personal experience working on the framework committee and the positive features of the draft document. SMC Co-Chair McTygue supported Dr. Dei Rossi’s comments and noted the contributions of diverse groups to the draft.
D.  Revised Schedule of Significant Events for the History–Social Science Framework (Action)

The Commissioners engaged in a discussion about the timeline for the framework update. SMC Co-Chair Honig expressed concerns about the timeline and his desire to see comments from the civic education community included in the draft. SBE Member Rucker expressed confusion about the different scenarios related to the framework development process. Executive Director Adams explained that the framework will continue unless legislation calling for revision of the history–social science standards is signed into law. Other Commissioners made various comments about the draft but overall expressed support for the project and the importance of history–social science in the curriculum, especially in the context of the ongoing implementation of the Common Core State Standards.

SMC Co-Chair McTygue explained that the revised timeline would require additional meetings of the SMC later this year. She proposed the dates of August 22 and December 18, 2014, for those meetings.

ACTION: Following the discussion, Commissioner Wild moved the updated timeline and guidelines for the update of the History–Social Science Framework, including the dates of August 22 and December 18, 2014, for additional meetings of the History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee, to the full commission. Commissioner Galvan seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous vote of the members present.

E.  Other Matters/Public Comment:
Three individuals provided public comment:

Rick Oculto of the Our Family Coalition commented on his group’s role in providing support for LGBT families with children. He referenced a letter sent from his group to the IQC stating their willingness to work with that body to develop recommendations to strengthen the history–social science framework.

Hilary Berg of the GSA Network stated that her group also sent a letter of support to the IQC regarding the framework. She explained how important it is to provide support for local educational agencies in implementing Senate Bill 48, and highlighted how curriculum can help LGBT young people avoid bullying in their school careers.

11. Ad Hoc Committee on Assessment and Accountability

Commissioner Honig seconded the motion. There was no discussion or public comment. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of the members present (13–0). Commissioner Wild was not present for the vote and Commissioners Dorado, Shiels, Liu, and Quirk-Silva were absent from the meeting.

ACTION: Recommendation of Members of the Science CFCC to the SBE 

Science SMC Chair Foster moved to recommend the following applicants, 

Teacher Applicants: 835, 839, 870, 884, 927, 942, 946.

History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee

The Commission reviewed and discussed SBE Policy #01-05, Guidelines for Piloting Textbooks and Instructional Materials which was lasted updated in 2001. The Ad Hoc Committee on the Implementation of the CCSS will provide input to the CFIRD staff and a proposed revision will be brought back to the full Commission in September.
