She is a co-founder of Student Achievement Partners, an organization that provides free support for teachers and other educators with the goal of raising student achievement.

B.  The English Language Arts/English Language Development Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (ELA/ELD Framework), 2014 Revision
1.  Report on the ELA/ELD Focus Group Meetings and Public Comment Received Regarding the Revision of the ELA/ELD Framework (Information)
In May and June 2012, the California Department of Education convened four regional focus groups to gather input on what guidance and information should be included in the revised ELA/ELD Framework to support implementation of the CCSS ELA and inclusion of the English language development (ELD) standards. 
The “ELA/ELD Focus Group Report” (Attachment 1) summarizes the oral comments received at the focus group meetings and incorporates the written comments received during that time.
2.  Draft Guidelines for the ELA/ELD Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (Information/Action)
The “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2014 Revision of the English Language Arts/English Language Development Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve” document (Attachment 2 – will be sent out in a separate mailing) is based on statutory requirements, comments received at the four focus group meetings, written comments received in May and June, and input from the informational ELA/ELD SMC teleconference meetings on July 23, August 20, and September 10, 2012.
The ELA/ELD SMC will review the draft guidelines, edit and modify them as necessary, and take action to present the draft guidelines to the full Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) for approval. The IQC-approved guidelines will be forwarded to the State Board of Education (SBE) for approval at the November 2012 SBE meeting. 
3.  Recommendation of Members of the ELA/ELD Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) to the SBE (Information/Action)
The deadline to receive applications from individuals interested in serving on the CFCC was August 16, 2012. The ELA/ELD SMC will review the applications and recommend applicants for appointment to the CFCC to the IQC. Once the full IQC takes action on the suggested applicants, those recommendations will be forwarded to the SBE. The SBE will appoint CFCC members at the November 2012 SBE meeting. 
Members of the ELA/ELD SMC and other IQC members held an informational teleconference meeting on September 10 to review the process that will be used to discuss the applicants and were provided a preplanning tool to complete and return to the CDE staff in preparation for the ELA/ELD SMC meeting. A summary report with information on all of the applicants and copies of the completed application forms were sent to all IQC members as attachments to the September 10 ELA/ELD SMC meeting agenda. Copies of applications received after the deadline and not included in the September 10 agenda packet are attached (Attachment 3). 

Copies of all applications will be available for public review during the ELA/ELD SMC and IQC meetings on September 24–25, 2012.
Regulations require that the CFCC consist of between 9 and 20 members, a majority of which must be teachers of students in kindergarten through grade twelve at the time of appointment. In addition, at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching English learners, and at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching students with disabilities. One member of the CFCC shall be a Content Review Expert (CRE). In the field of reading/language arts, a CRE must have (1) a Masters degree or higher in that field and five or more years of experience with, and expertise in, standards-based educational programs and practices in that field, or (2) a doctoral degree and expertise in research on how reading skills are acquired.
