In May 2022, the California Department of Education (CDE) released the Universal PreKindergarten (UPK) Planning and Implementation Grant to local educational agencies (LEAs) for planning and implementation of UPK. As a requirement for receiving these funds, grantees must submit annual reporting to provide information on their progress towards developing a coherent educational system starting with UPK. As of October 14, 2025, 1,497 school districts and charter schools have submitted program reports to the CDE. Of the respondents, 650 are charter schools and 847 are school districts.
For the purposes of data analysis, the first column “Total Number” indicates the total number of LEAs (1,414) that indicated that they offered transitional kindergarten (TK) in the 2024–25 school year. “Total Percent” indicates the percent of LEAs that responded from a total of 1,414 respondents.
