Purposes of the Program 
· Improve educational services for children/youth in neglected/delinquent children/youth institutions
· Provide services to support children/youth in making successful transitions from institutions to further schooling or employment
· Prevent at-risk youth from dropping out and provide dropouts and children/youth returning from correctional facilities or neglected/delinquent children/youth institutions with support system
California Funding
· Districts, county offices of education, and state agencies are eligible to receive these funds if they serve neglected/delinquent children.
· In 2015–16, Title I, Part D served nearly 52,000 students.

· The California Department of Education provides agencies that receive these funds with professional development and training that focuses on transitional planning for youth, building relationships with workforce and postsecondary institutions, data management, program evaluation, and using effective strategies that are aligned to college and career readiness standards.  
· The Department has established and will continue to build upon statewide partnerships with the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office, the California Workforce Investment Board, and the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation. These partnerships support local planning.

· The Department also reviews agencies that receive funds to make sure that they are using the funds in a manner consistent with federal, state, and local laws.
ESSA State Plan Requirement: Describe the program objectives and outcomes established by the State that will be used to assess the effectiveness of the Title I, Part D program in improving the academic, career, and technical skills of children in the program. 

To see whether or not the program has been effective, the CDE plans to monitor pre- and post-testing of youth in the program, the number of students who earn a high school diploma or pass a high school equivalency test, and the enrollment of students in career-related programs or programs to continue their education. These measures are consistent with the indicators used by the U.S. Department of Education.

· In 2016–17, 58 districts and direct-funded charter schools received Rural and Low-Income School Program funds

Program objectives will include, but will not be limited to, ensuring that:
· All eligible districts are aware of, and have the ability to apply for program funds
