	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the State Performance Plan (SPP), as revised, and the Annual Performance Report (APR) for Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) for Program Year 2009–10. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The initial SPP was submitted, as approved by the SBE and the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, to the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) of the United States Department of Education (ED), on December 2, 2005. In addition to the Part B State Performance Plan (SPP), the OSEP also requires that states submit a Part B Annual Performance Report (APR) that documents and discusses progress toward meeting the targets and benchmarks identified in the SPP. It also summarizes completion of improvement activities associated with each of the indicators. The SBE has approved each annual submission.

The 2008–09 SPP and APR were submitted for the SBE approval at the January 2010 SBE meeting. Both documents were approved and forwarded to the OSEP for February 1, 2010 submission.

The 2009−10 SPP, approved by the SBE at the November 2010 meeting, was the original 2005 SPP that had been amended to address recent changes in federal requirements. The SPP attached to this Board item has an additional two years of targets approved by SBE at the November 2010 meeting. The attached SPP also is updated to reflect benchmarks for dropout rates consistent with the Adequate Yearly Progress Information Guide, as requested by the SBE in January 2010. This document will be submitted to OSEP with the APR by February 1, 2011.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The APR is submitted for approval. The APR contains data, new required language, and descriptions for indicators as follows: 

· Indicator 6 (Preschool Least Restrictive Environment) is not required for reporting this year.

· Indicator 7 (Preschool Assessment) is reported in the APR for the first time this year. In past years it was reported in the SPP.

· Indicator 14 (Post-school Outcomes) is included.

· There are new baselines and targets established for Indicators 4B (Discipline by Ethnicity), 13 (Secondary Transition), and 14 (Post-school Outcomes).

· New descriptions are added to describe monitoring processes in Indicator 15 (General Supervision). 

· New descriptions and calculations are provided for Disproportionality for Indicators 9 (Disproportionality by Ethnicity) and 10 (Disproportionality by Disability).
