	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved all waiver requests since the deadline for submission of the State Testing Apportionment Information Report and Certification was added to the California Code of Regulations (CCR), and the SBE Waiver Policy 08-#: State Testing Apportionment Informational Report Deadline (available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/statetesting.doc). 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The regulations for the State Testing Apportionment Information Report and Certification were amended in 2005 to include an annual deadline of December 31 for the return of the Apportionment Information Report and Certification for prior year testing. Separate reports are required for the Standardized Testing and Reporting Program (STAR), the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE), and the California English Language Development Test (CELDT).The submission of these reports allow the California Department of Education (CDE) to reimburse local educational agencies (LEAs) costs for these testing programs. 

Kings County Office of Education (COE) missed the 2008–09 fiscal year deadline for requesting the CAHSEE apportionment due to transitions in their testing personnel. 
The Kings COE is now aware of this important deadline and will submit the CAHSEE Apportionment Information Report and Certification to the CAHSEE Office for reimbursement.

Therefore, the Department recommends approval of this waiver request. Approval of this waiver will allow the Department to process reimbursement for the Kings COE.
