The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the training providers and curricula listed on Attachment 1 for the Administrator Training Program (ATP). This is the final recommendation for approval to the SBE, as ATP sunsets in 2012–13.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE approved the criteria and requirements for the ATP training providers and curricula at the January 2006 meeting. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES




The ATP requires approval of all program training providers and their training curricula. 
Currently there are three for-profit training providers and thirty-one local educational agencies (LEAs) that are providers. 

Applications to become SBE-approved providers are reviewed by CDE Education Programs Consultants using SBE-adopted criteria. The criteria are in the following documents:

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)



With the passage of Senate Bill 4 of the 2009–10 Third Extraordinary Session (SBX3 4) (Chapter 12, Statutes of 2009), state ATP funds are considered flexible; however, federal Title II funds for this program are not. The Elementary and Secondary Education Act, Section 2113 (c)(1)(A)(ii) requires that "…principals have the instructional leadership skills to help teachers teach and students learn" (20 USC 6613 [c][1][A][ii]). The Budget Act authorizes the use of Title II state-level activity dollars to assist principals in developing these skills. 
California Education Code, Section 44513 (b) and (c), states that local educational agencies that receive Title II funding must use a training provider that has been approved by the SBE. The ATP is one pathway used by many administrators seeking a Professional Clear Administrative Services Credential. Other pathways can be found at www.ctc.ca.gov. 
At end of the program, participants complete a survey which includes the opportunity to evaluate the effectiveness of the training and the SBE-approved provider. This information will be included in the 2012–13 report to the Legislature.

· Los Angeles County Office of Education
· Ontario-Montclair School District
