	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. No specific action is recommended at this time.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In October 2010, the SBE received notice of the 2009–10 initial assessment (IA) results for the California English Language Development Test (CELDT).

In July 2010, the SBE approved the computation of the overall score and the English proficient level for kindergarten and grade one (K–1) students with the inclusion of reading and writing assessments.
In May 2010, the CDE presented the preliminary 2009–10 annual assessment (AA) test results on the CELDT. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The CELDT AA data were collected during the AA window from July 1, 2010 through October 31, 2010. During this window, the CELDT was administered to English learners (ELs) in kindergarten through grade twelve, who had not been previously identified or reclassified as fluent English proficient. 

The summaries presented in this item are based on the 2010–11 CELDT AA results provided to the CDE by the CELDT contractor, Educational Data Systems. 
The results for students assessed during the AA window are used to calculate the annual measurable achievement objectives 1 and 2 required by Title III of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The state, county, district, and school level AA summary results for 2010–11 will be posted on the CDE DataQuest Web page at http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/ in May 2011. 

The CELDT assesses the English-language proficiency of students in kindergarten through grade twelve. Prior to 2009–10, students in K–1 were assessed only in the domains of listening and speaking. Beginning in 2009–10, K–1 students were also assessed in the domains of reading and writing.
The CELDT is one of four criteria in state law to be used by schools in determining whether or not an EL should be reclassified as fluent English proficient. Other criteria include an evaluation of performance in basic skills (e.g., the California Standards Test or the California Modified Assessment in English-language arts, which are part of the Standardized Testing and Reporting Program), teacher evaluation, and parent opinion and consultation. Each school district establishes its own local reclassification procedures using these criteria.
