	SUMMARY OF THE ISSUES


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends approval to waive the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 (Perkins Act), Public Law 109-270 Section 131(c)(1) which requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other agencies. If they are unable to do so, under Section 131(c)(2), they may waive the consortium requirement if the LEA is in a rural, sparsely populated area, thus allowing the districts to meet the needs of their students.
Authority for Waiver: Federal Waiver Authority (Public Law 109-270) Section 131(c)(2).

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The criterion for qualifying for this waiver is demonstration that the LEAs cannot form or join a consortium that handles the Perkins Act funds. There are no other districts in the local area willing to join in a consortium. Districts are located in various rural counties, and have student populations ranging from 354 to 923. Districts are seeking waivers to function independently in order to meet the needs of the students in the district.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Section 131(c)(1) of the Perkins Act requires LEAs whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(c)(2) of the Perkins Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement if the LEA is in a rural, sparsely populated area and is unable to join a consortium.
The State Board of Education (SBE) Waiver Policy #01-01: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technology Education Improvement Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation, available on the CDE Perkins Policy Web document at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/perkinspolicyr.doc, has criteria defining rural that are specifically tied to the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) Locale Codes numbers 23, 31, 32, 33, 41, 42, or 43.

The SBE has approved all waivers of this statute that have been presented to it to date.

Bret Harte Union High School District has a high school student population of 752 and is located in a rural: fringe (41) area in Calaveras County.

Escalon Unified School District has a high school student population of 923 and is located in a town: fringe (31) area in San Joaquin County.

Muroc Joint Unified School District has a high school student population of 634 and is located in a town: distant (32) area in Kern County.
Pierce Joint Unified School District has a high school student population of 354 and is located in a rural: distant (42) area in Colusa County.

[(1) In general

Except as provided in Paragraph (2), a local educational agency shall not receive an allocation under subsection (a) unless the amount allocated to such agency under subsection (a) is greater that $15,000. A local educational agency may enter into a consortium with other local educational agencies for the purposes of meeting the minimum allocation requirement of this paragraph.]

Outcome Rationale: Escalon Unified has seen a steady decline in enrollment over the past 7 years and, combined with decreased federal funding for the Perkins Grant, has resulted in the district falling below the minimum $15,000.00 required for funding.  Funding for 2013-2014 has been projected at $14,523.00  Most students at the one high school enroll in either an exploratory and/or a concentrator course over their 4-year high school career.  Recent years has seen additional interest in completing certifications and capstone courses which demonstrates a steady growth in Career Technical Education.  Escalon High School sits at the very south edge of San Joaquin County.  The closest districts likely to join a consortium are much larger with no need to join and sit in the neighboring county.  Additionally, Escalon High's CTE program is unique to the town's local agricultural-based economy.  Joining a consortium at this time would not be beneficial as Section 131(f)(2) requires funds allocated to a consortium to be used only for purposes and programs that are mutually beneficial to all members and that the funds may not be reallocated to individual members of the consortium.  Escalon High School's CTE program differs from that of neighboring districts, is growing in spite of overall declining enrollment, and needs the Perkins funds to streamline improvements and enhancements to its unique program.
