	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Class Size Reduction
Schools participating in the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) program were monitored by their county offices of education for compliance with program requirements for the first time at the end of the 2008–09 school year. At that time, local educational agencies (LEAs) were required to demonstrate one-third progress toward full implementation of program requirements. Monitoring for compliance with second-year program requirements was completed to ensure that schools made two-thirds progress toward full implementation in the 2009–10 school year. QEIA schools were required to demonstrate full compliance with all program requirements at the end of the 2010–11 school year.
QEIA schools are required to reduce class sizes by 5 students compared to class sizes in the base year (either 2005–06 or 2006–07), or to an average of 25 students per classroom, whichever is lower, with no more than 27 students per classroom regardless of the average classroom size. The calculation is done by grade level, as each grade level has a target average class size based on QEIA class size reduction (CSR) rules. For small schools with a single classroom at each grade level, some grade level targets may be very low. If, for example, a school had a single grade four classroom of 15 students in 2005–06, the school’s target QEIA class size for grade four is 10 students. Absent a waiver, an unusually low grade level target may result in a greater number of combination classes at the school, or very small classes at the grade level, which is prohibitively costly and may result in withdrawal or termination from the program.

QEIA schools are required to not increase any other (non-core) class sizes in the school above the size used during the 2005–06 school year.
Because this is a general waiver, if the SBE decides to deny the waiver, it must cite one of the seven reasons in EC 33051(a), available at http://www.leginfo.ca.gov/cgi-bin/displaycode?section=edc&group=33001-34000&file=33050-33053.

SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION
The California Department of Education (CDE) Waiver Office has previously presented requests to the State Board of Education (SBE) to waive the CSR target as defined by QEIA. Over 90 percent of CSR waiver requests previously presented have requested adjusted class size averages of 25.0 or lower, and have indicated a commitment to meeting that target for the life of the grant; because of the current fiscal climate, these have been approved by the SBE. A small number of CSR waiver requests have proposed CSR targets above 25.0; these have been denied. However, it is noted that QEIA is supplemental funding. Therefore, the CDE will continue to weigh QEIA CSR in the context of fiscal changes. If class sizes are generally decreased in the coming year, the CDE would expect proportional decreases in QEIA class sizes.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There are no statewide costs as a result of waiver approval. If the waiver is denied, the school must implement the CSR targets based on statute requirements to stay in the program. Any school in the program not meeting those targets will risk the loss of future funding. The QEIA statute calls for any undistributed annual QEIA funding to be redistributed to other schools currently in the program (no new schools are funded).

Local Educational Agency Request:

Baldwin Park Unified School District (USD) is an urban district located in Los Angeles County with a student population of approximately 15,000 students. Ernest R. Geddes Elementary School (ES) serves 705 students in kindergarten and grades one through five. Monitoring performed by the Los Angeles County Office of Education indicates that the class size reduction (CSR) requirements of the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) were fully met by Ernest R. Geddes ES in school year 2011–12, but the district is asking for an alternative QEIA CSR target for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15. The school's current QEIA CSR targets for core classes of English, mathematics, history-social science, and science are 20.44 in kindergarten and grades one through three, and an average of 25.0 in grades four and five.

Baldwin Park USD states that the fiscal crisis has greatly impacted funding for the schools. It further states that flexibility provisions were established to enable school agencies to mitigate the effects of the legislative budget cuts on school districts. In addition, the district states that furlough days were negotiated and implemented for the 2011–12 and 2012–13 school years, but it can no longer reasonably continue to fund the extremely low class size limits required by QEIA as there will be an approximate $170,000 encroachment to the general fund.  
Baldwin Park USD requests a waiver of the QEIA CSR targets for kindergarten and grades one through three at Earnest R. Geddes ES for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15, and the establishment of an alternative CSR target of 24.0 students per class in core classes in kindergarten and grades one through three.

California Department of Education Recommendation and Conditions:

The California Department of Education (CDE) supports Baldwin Park USD’s request to increase its CSR targets for kindergarten and grades one through three at Ernest R. Geddes ES for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15.

The CDE recommends approval with the following conditions: (1) Applies only to kindergarten and grades one through three at Ernest R. Geddes ES for school years 

2013–14 and 2014–15; (2) Ernest R. Geddes ES increases enrollment to 24.0 students per class in core classes in kindergarten and grades one through three; (3) Within 30 days of approval of this waiver, Baldwin Park USD must provide to the CDE a description, including costs covered by QEIA funds, of professional development activities and any other school improvement activities added to the school improvement plan as a result of the additional funding now available, if any, through this waiver of the CSR requirement.

*Describe briefly the circumstances that brought about the request and why the waiver is necessary to achieve improved student performance and/or streamline or facilitate local agency operations. 

Background:

Ernest R. Geddes Elementary is one of the twenty schools that make up the Baldwin Park Unified School District, an urban school district located in Los Angeles County, which serves 14,796 students in grades K-12. The District also serves a large number of students enrolled in Head Start programs throughout Los Angeles County as well as a sizable adult school population.  The District has experienced a decline of nearly 3,000 students since 2000.  Geddes Elementary serves 705 kindergarten through fifth grade students and is one of the only two schools receiving QEIA funds. Rationale:

The fiscal crisis throughout the State of California for the past few years and within the Baldwin Park Unified School District has greatly impacted funding to our schools.  Flexibility provisions were established to enable school agencies to mitigate the effects of the legislative budget cuts on school districts.  Furlough days were negotiated and implemented for the 2011-2012 and 2012-13 school years.   BPUSD can no longer reasonably continue to fund extremely low class size limits required by the Quality Education Invest Act (QEIA).  If held to QEIA requirement of 20:1 K-3 as outlined in Education Code 52022.740(a) there will be an approximate $170,000.00 encroachment to the district's general fund. 

Desired Outcome:

History

Quality Education Investment Act, QEIA, funding is for supporting school improvement efforts at schools that were selected in spring 2007. In Baldwin Park Unified, Geddes Elementary and Sierra Vista High School were selected.  Funds are allocated to these schools through the school's County/District/School, CDS code. The school's certified California Basic Educational Data System, CBEDS, from each prior year is used to determine funding levels. 

QEIA monitoring is conducted by the Los Angeles County Office of Education.  The county monitoring has to do with making sure that participating schools meet program requirements such as Class Size Reduction (CSR), teachers are Highly Qualified (HQT), Teacher Experience Index (TEI) targets are met, minimum of 40 hours professional development, Williams Settlement requirements met Academic Performance Index (API), and 300:1 counselor ratios at the high schools.

QEIA expenditures are used to meet QEIA program requirements and to affect improved student academic performance. The statute provides substantial flexibility in how QEIA funds can be used; however, a school must be able to demonstrate that all expenditures are for those purposes.

Rationale:

The fiscal crisis throughout the State of California for the past few years and within the Baldwin Park Unified School District has greatly impacted funding to our schools.  Flexibility provisions were established to enable school agencies to mitigate the effects of the legislative budget cuts on school districts.  Furlough days were negotiated and implemented for the 2011-2012 and 2012-13 school years.   BPUSD can no longer reasonably continue to fund extremely low class size limits required by the Quality Education Invest Act (QEIA).  If held to QEIA requirement of 20:1 K-3 as outlined in Education Code 52022.740(a) there will be an approximate $170,000.00 encroachment to the district's general fund. 

Meetings:

On June 10, 2013, the Associate Superintendent Froilan Mendoza and Director of Support Services met with president of BPEA (Baldwin Park Education Association) Candace Goble.  An overview was provided on the waiver request and rationale was reviewed.  At this time BPEA’s position is neutral.

On June 18, 2013, the Director of Support Services met with Geddes Elementary School Site Council.  Principal Irene Garcia and seven members were present.  An overview was provided on the waiver request and rationale was reviewed.  Members voiced objection(s).   Parents were concerned that teachers would lose their jobs and or be displaced, combination classes would be formed, and dual language program would have combination classes and/or a waiting list.  It was questioned if the district could “pay” for the extra teachers.

At this time, due to retirements and a voluntary transfer to the middle school, no teachers would be “losing their jobs.”  Formation of combination classes is a possibility with either 20:1 or 24:1. 

A situation that occurred last year was shared.  A student was scheduled to enroll in a specific grade level.  All classes in that grade level were filled to capacity.  The principal called for suggestions on how to remedy the situation.  The availability of 24:1 would offer the school options when a situation like this occurs.

Paramount Unified School District (USD) is an urban district located in Los Angeles County with a student population of approximately 15,929 students. Major Lynn Mokler Elementary School (ES) serves 669 students in kindergarten and grades one through five. Monitoring performed by the Los Angeles County Office of Education indicates that the class size reduction (CSR) requirements of the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) were fully met by Major Lynn Mokler ES in school year 2011–12, but the district is asking for an alternative QEIA CSR target for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15. The school's current QEIA CSR targets for core classes of English, mathematics, history-social science, and science are 25.0 in kindergarten and grades one through three, and an average of 25.0 in grades four and five.

Paramount USD states that on May 8, 2013, the State Board of Education (SBE) approved a similar waiver request for school years 2011–12 and 2012–13 and that it would like a continuance of the alternative CSR targets for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15. The district further states that approval of this waiver would continue QEIA ratios of 25 to 1 for all   of Major Lynn Mokler ES students. In addition, the district states that because English learners comprise 48 percent of the school’s population and 95 percent of the school’s students qualify for the Free and Reduced Lunch Program, QEIA funding has a dramatic impact on student learning by providing a low student-to-teacher ratio and a more individualized educational program for all students.  

Paramount USD requests a continuance of the alternative CSR targets of 25.0 students per class in core classes in kindergarten and grades one through three, and 25.0 students on average in core classes in grades four and five.

The California Department of Education (CDE) supports Paramount USD’s request to increase its CSR targets for kindergarten and grades one through five at Major Lynn Mokler ES for school years 2013–14 and 2014–15.

We would now like to request a waiver to continue the new Class Size Reduction targets in 2013-14 and 2014-15.  Approval of this waiver would continue QEIA ratios of 25 to 1 for all of Mokler's students. English Learners comprise 48% of Mokler's population and 95% of Mokler's students qualify for the Free or Reduced Lunch Program. QEIA funding has had a dramatic impact on student learning, especially in the areas of literacy and English language 

development, by providing a low student to teacher ratio and a more individualized educational program for all students, and specifically, English Learners.

Local Educational Agency Request:

Pond Union Elementary School District (UESD) is a rural single school district located in Kern County with a student population of approximately 235 students. Pond Elementary School (ES) serves 235 students in kindergarten and grades one through eight. Monitoring performed by the Kern County Office of Education indicates that the class size reduction (CSR) requirements of the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) were fully met by Pond ES in school year 2011–12, but the district is asking for an alternative QEIA CSR target for school years 2012–13 through 2014–15. The school's current QEIA CSR targets for core classes of English, mathematics, history-social science, and science are 20.44 in kindergarten and grades one through three, and an average of 22.0 in grades four through eight. 

Pond UESD states that there is a need to balance operating near capacity with the necessity of serving all students within the district’s boundary. The district further states that the balance is made difficult due to the Title I school’s significant migrant student population, many of whom are English learners. The district states that student enrollment, with approximately 92 percent of the students identified as socio-economically disadvantaged, varies according to the agricultural seasons. The district states that although it plans to maintain 22.0 students on average in grades four through eight, it needs a little flexibility for the students who have no other school to attend.

Pond UESD requests a waiver of the QEIA CSR targets for grades four through eight at Pond ES for school for schools years 2012–13 through 2014–15, and the establishment of an alternative CSR target of 25.0 students on average in core classes in grades four through eight.

California Department of Education Recommendation and Conditions:

The California Department of Education (CDE) supports Pond UESD’s request to increase its CSR targets for grades four through eight at Pond ES for school years 2012–13 and 2013–14.

The CDE recommends approval with the following conditions: (1) Applies only to grades four through eight at Pond ES for school years 2012–13 and 2013–14; (2) Pond ES increases enrollment to 25.0 students on average in core classes in grades four through eight; (3) No core class in grades four through eight may exceed 27 students per classroom regardless of the average classroom size; and (4) Within 30 days of approval of this waiver, Pond UESD must provide to the CDE a description, including costs covered by QEIA funds, of professional development activities and any other school improvement activities added to the school improvement plan as a result of the additional funding now available, if any, through this waiver of the CSR requirement.

Outcome Rationale: The District is requesting CSR target for grades 4th and 8th to be modified from 22 to 25  students, to fully be able to comply with all five components of QEIA for the period of July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2015 (Please see attached table). Our class size target would remain 22 students per class grades 4-8. Pond Elementary School is a Title 1 school with approximately 92% of its students identified as socio-economically disadvantaged. The school is very small and it is located in a rural community with a significant EL and migrant population.  Pond Elementary School has approximately 235 ADA/235 enrollment.  As a small district, there is a need to balance operating near capacity with the necessity of serving all students within the district’s boundary and that number varies, at times, with the agricultural seasons. QEIA funding is assisting Pond Elementary School in its efforts to provide a low student teacher ratio and a more individualized educational program for students. Without 

QEIA’s funding the school would not be able to continue to have a low student teacher ratio to better meet the needs of the population it serves.
