2018 World Language Content Standards Revision: Approval of Schedule of Significant Events and Approval of Online Application for Appointment to the World Language Standards Advisory Committee.
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SUMMARY OF THE ISSUES
Education Code (EC) Section 60605.5, calls for the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, in consultation with the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC), on or before March 31, 2019, to recommend to the State Board of Education (SBE) revisions to the World Language Content Standards for California Public Schools (WL Standards) adopted by the SBE in 2009 pursuant to EC Section 60605.3.
In accordance with statute and regulations, and as recommended by the IQC, the SBE approval of the Schedule of Significant Events (Timeline) (Attachment 1) and the online Application for Appointment to the World Language Standards Advisory Committee (WL SAC) (Attachment 2) are required.
RECOMMENDATION
The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the SBE approve the Timeline and the Application for Appointment to the WL SAC as recommended by the IQC.

BRIEF HISTORY OF KEY ISSUES
Pursuant to Assembly Bill 2290, which was signed by the Governor in September 2016, the SBE is authorized to adopt, reject, or modify any revisions to the WL Standards on or before March 31, 2019.
January 2017: The IQC recommended the WL Standards revision Timeline and the Application for Appointment to the WL SAC.

January 2017: The Governor’s proposed 2017–18 Omnibus Budget suspended funding for, and delayed the progress of work on, the WL Standards revision project.

June 2017: The final 2017–18 Budget was signed by the Governor and restored funding to the WL Standards revision project, enabling work to resume. 

SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION
The current World Language Content Standards for California Public Schools Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve were adopted in January of 2009.

FISCAL ANALYSIS 
The estimated cost to revise the California WL Standards is $134,400. This estimate includes the costs for travel incurred by members of the WL SAC, production of materials for WL SAC meetings, editing and graphic design services, technology services, IQC meeting costs related to the standards development, and CDE staff costs.
