Review of Goals for 2013

1. Remain informed on issues that affect curriculum, assessment, professional development, and instructional materials in science education, including the CA NGSS, the CCSS strand for Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science and Technical Subjects, and the Education and the Environment Initiative (EEI).

2. Begin preparation for the new Science Framework timeline.

Proposed Goals for 2014/2015
1. Support the revision of the 2016 Science Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve.
2. Remain informed on issues that affect curriculum, assessment, professional development, and instructional materials in science education, including the CA NGSS, the CCSS strand for Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science and Technical Subjects, and the Education and the Environment Initiative (EEI).

D. Science Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Science Framework), 2015 Revision (information/Action)
1. Report on the Science Focus Group Meetings and Public Comment Received Regarding the Revision of the Science Framework (Information)

In January and February 2014, the California Department of Education convened five regional focus groups to gather input on what guidance and information should be included in the revised Science Framework to support implementation of the CA NGSS.
The “Science Focus Group Report” (Attachment 1) summarizes the oral comments received at the focus group meetings and incorporates the written comments received during that time.
2. Discussion of the Draft Guidelines for the Revision of the 2016 Science Framework (Information/Action)
The “Draft Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee Guidelines for the 2016 Revision of the Science Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve” document (Attachment 2) is based on statutory requirements, comments received at the five focus group meetings, and written comments received in January and February.

The Science SMC will review the draft guidelines, edit and modify them as necessary, and take action to present the draft guidelines to the full Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) for approval. The IQC-approved guidelines will be forwarded to the State Board of Education (SBE) for approval at the July 2014 SBE meeting. 
3. Science Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (Science CFCC) Member Selection and Recommendation Process (Information/Action)
The period to submit applications for the Science CFCC ended on April 18, 2014. The documents the Science SMC and IQC utilized in making their selections and recommendations for appointment to the Science CFCC will be reviewed and discussed by CDE staff. The Science SMC will review the applications and recommend applicants for appointment to the CFCC to the IQC. Once the full IQC takes action on the suggested applicants, those recommendations will be forwarded to the SBE. The SBE will appoint CFCC members at their July 2014 meeting. 

Regulations require that the CFCC consist of between 9 and 20 members, a majority of which must be teachers of students in kindergarten through grade twelve at the time of appointment. In addition, at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching English learners, and at least one of those teachers must have experience teaching students with disabilities. One member of the CFCC shall be a Content Review Expert (CRE). In the field of science, a CRE must have a doctoral degree in that field or a related field.
