B.  Establish Goals for 2014/2015 (Information/Action)

Review of Goals for 2013
1. After the first 60-day public review and comment period, make additional edits to the draft Mathematics Framework.

2. Recommend to the State Board of Education the 2013 Revision of the Mathematics Framework, which will then be posted for a second 60-day public review and comment period.

3. Conduct the 2014 Mathematics Instructional Materials Primary Adoption, including:

a. Recommending Instructional Materials Reviewers and Content Review Experts to the State Board of Education

b. Facilitating the training for reviewers

c. Facilitating review panel deliberations

d. Finalizing recommendations for adoption to the full Instructional Quality Commission

e. Assisting in presenting the recommendations to the State Board of Education

Proposed Goals for 2014/2015
1. Remain informed on issues that affect curriculum, assessment, professional development, and instructional materials in mathematics

2. Support the rollout of the Mathematics Framework.
3. Provide assistance during the editing process for the Mathematics Framework, as needed.

C.  The Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework), 2013 Revision (Information)
Curriculum Frameworks Unit staff is working with the CDE Press staff to edit and design the new Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework). Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Resources Division (CFIRD) staff have presented workshops on the Mathematics Framework at numerous conferences and have received feedback that the Mathematics Framework is useful for teachers and curriculum leaders.

D.  2014 Mathematics Instructional Materials Primary Adoption (Information)

The State Board of Education (SBE) took action on the 2014 Mathematics Instructional Materials Adoption at its meeting on January 16, 2014. The SBE approved the IQC’s recommendation and adopted 31 programs, including 20 basic programs, 10 Algebra 1 programs, and one Mathematics 1 program.  CFIRD staff is verifying publisher edits and corrections. The adopted programs are posted to the Price List of Adopted Instructional Materials database.
