A. 2014 ELA/ELD Framework (Information)

1. Update on the ELA/ELD Framework for California Public Schools: Kindergarten through Grade Twelve, 2014 Revision (Information)
The editing and graphic design of the 2014 ELA/ELD Framework has gone out to bid. The timeline is to have the editing process done by March 1, 2015. Staff and writers will work together with the awarded company during the editing process to prepare the document for final publication. The Curriculum Frameworks staff and IQC members will provide an update on the progress of the framework implementation plan and launch activities. In addition to the planned launch events, presentations were given to the Dairy Council of California in October and the Association of California School Administrators Leadership Symposium in November. Next month an overview of the framework will also be presented at the Accountability Institute in San Diego. 
B.  2015 ELA/ELD Instructional Materials Adoption (Information/Action)
1. Recommendation of Cohort 2 Instructional Materials Reviewers and Content Review Experts (Information/Action)
Applications for the second cohort of IMRs and CREs applicants (Attachment 1/Binders) are submitted for recommendation to the SBE for appointment at their January 2015 meeting. The majority of IMRs must be current K–12 classroom teachers, and the CRE must have an advanced degree in ELA, ELD or a related subject, as well as a specified amount of experience. The ultimate number of reviewers needed for this adoption will depend on the number of instructional materials lists submitted for review by the March 2, 2015 deadline.
2. Request Delegation of Authority to the ELA/ELD SMC to Review and Approve Cohort 3 to the SBE (Information/Action)

In order to ensure there are enough reviewers for this adoption, the period for submitting applications from interested educators has been extended beyond the October 1, 2014 cutoff date until December 1, 2014. The ELA/ELD SMC will receive a final cohort of applications and will request the full IQC to delegate authority to review and recommend those applicants to the State Board of Education (SBE) for final approval at their January 14-15, 2015 meeting. To accomplish that work, the ELA/EMD SMC has scheduled a teleconference for December 15, 2014, to review the final applications, make their recommendation to the SBE, and combine cohorts 2 and 3 in the final SBE January item.
3. Approve 2015 ELA/ELD Adoption Training Materials (Information/Action)
The training materials (Attachment 2/Binder) in this item, which include a draft agenda, 3-day presentation, practice pieces for each of the program types, Chapter 12: Evaluation Criteria (from the 2014 ELA/ELD Framework, draft Report of Findings templates, and 2013 Social Compliance Standards are submitted for recommendation to the SBE for approval at their January 14-15, 2015, meeting. The materials have been assembled for use during the April 2015, training of reviewers and will be referenced during the July 2015, deliberations
4. Approve 2015 ELA/ELD Adoption Draft Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) (Information/Action)
Staff has submitted a draft of questions from publishers and stakeholders that have accumulated to date for approval. The FAQs are posted to the CDE Instructional Resources Web page.
5. Approve Revised Evaluation Criteria Map and Revised Content Standards Map (Information/Action)
The revised maps correct an error. The corrected maps are submitted for recommendation to the SBE for approval at their January 14-15, 2015, meeting.
