A. ELA/ELD Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten through Grade Twelve (Information)

Launch events focused on the ELA/ELD Framework continue to be well-attended and well-received. Successful launch events were held on October 21 in Butte County/Chico and in Orange County on November 6, in addition to the one held in San Bernardino in September. The final two launch events are scheduled for 2016: January 29, Center for Advancement of Reading and Los Angeles COE; and April 25, Santa Clara COE. Additional framework related resources are being finalized: an ELA/ELD Framework Summary, developed by a grant through Sacramento County Office of Education, is available in the resources section of the ELA/ELD Framework Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/rl/cf/elaeldfrmwrksbeadopted.asp. Grade-span trifold documents for parents are also being developed. In addition, CDE is working on a study guide for English learners and plans for additional study guides on the five key themes of Meaning Making, Language Development, Effective Expression, Content Knowledge, and Foundational Skills. The CDE is also revising the ELA/ELD Framework Web page to provide users easier access and navigation to the resources.
B.  2015 ELA/ELD Adoption of K–8 Instructional Materials (Information)
Staff will briefly update the members on the following topics: 

· The 60 day period after SBE action that publishers have to submit revised materials that reflect all Edits and Corrections required by the SBE (including Social Content citations and administrative updates). 
· The evaluation of the revised materials by the CDE and the issuance of notification of compliance to publishers. 
· The 60 day period following notification in which publishers must submit final materials to the CDE. Publishers must also guarantee delivery of textbooks and instructional materials before the opening of school as specified in the contract with the purchasing district.
The ELA/ELD SMC will also receive reviewer feedback on the adoption training and deliberations activities from evaluation surveys. The feedback will cover lessons learned, adjustments made, and recommendations for future adoptions.
