A. 2014 ELA/ELD Framework (Information)

1. Update on the ELA/ELD Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten through Grade Twelve, 2014 Revision (Information)
The prepublication version of the 2014 ELA/ELD Framework was posted on August 7, 2014. Staff and writers will work with the CDE Press during the editing process to prepare the document for final publication. The Curriculum Frameworks staff will provide an update on the progress of the framework implementation plan. 
B.  2015 ELA/ELD Instructional Materials Adoption (Information/Action)
1. Revised Schedule of Significant Events (Information/Action)
The Revised Schedule of Significant Events (Timeline) (Attachment 1) has been updated to include specific dates and details that were not known when the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) first approved the Timeline back in November 2013. The revision also includes the extension of the reviewer recruiting period, but makes no other changes to the major milestones which begin with the initial survey of interest on the part of publishers and producers of instructional materials and ends with the State Board of Education (SBE) adoption of instructional materials in November 2015.
Important updates in the Timeline for the ELA/ELD SMC and the IQC include:
· The deadline for recruiting reviewers has been extended from August 1 to October 1, 2014. As a result, two cohorts of applications will be submitted to the ELA/ELD SMC and the full IQC for recommendation to the SBE. One for the September 2014 meeting and one for the November 2014 meeting.
· April 13-17 AND April 27-May 1, 2015, IQC members participate in the training of reviewers training as facilitators. The first day of each training session will be devoted to facilitator training. The second day begins the training of reviewers.

· July 13-17 AND July 27-31, 2015, IQC members facilitate the deliberations
· September 24-25, 2015, the IQC recommends instructional materials for adoption to the SBE
2. Recommendation of Cohort 1 Instructional Materials Reviewers (IMRs) and Content Review Experts (CREs) to the SBE (Information/Action)
Applications for the first cohort of IMRs and CREs applicants (Attachment 2/Binder?) are submitted for recommendation to the SBE for appointment at their November meeting. The majority of IMRs must be current K–12 classroom teachers, and the CRE must have an advanced degree in ELA, ELD or a related subject, as well as a specified amount of experience. The ultimate number of reviewers needed for this adoption will depend on the number of instructional materials lists submitted for review by the March 2, 2015 deadline.
3. Recommendation of Evaluation Criteria Maps and Content Standards Maps to the SBE (Information/Action)
The evaluation criteria and content standards adopted by the SBE for the 2015 ELA/ELD Adoption have been organized into tables (Attachment 3/URL?/Binder?) for convenient use by publishers and IMRs and CREs and submitted to the ELA/ELD SMC and the full IQC for recommendation to the SBE.
