Call to Order. 

President Green called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m.

Salute to the Flag

Superintendent O’Connell led the Board, staff, and audience in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Oath of Office for New Members 
President Green welcomed the three new Board members: Yvonne Chan, Principal of the Vaughn Next Century Learning Center; Kenneth Noonan, Superintendent of the Oceanside Unified School District in San Diego County since 1997; and Alan Bersin, Superintendent of the San Diego City Schools District since 1998. Mr. Bersin will be leaving that position at the end of June 2005 to serve as Secretary for Education in addition to his position on the Board. 

Superintendent O’Connell administered the ceremonial swearing in of the Oath of Office. Each of the new members provided brief remarks about themselves.
Approval of Minutes (March 9-10, 2005; April 4, 2005)
· ACTION: Ms. Johnson moved to approve the meeting minutes for the March 9 and 10, 2005, and April 4, 2005, meetings with minor technical changes. Mr. Gill seconded. The motion was approved by a vote of 10-0.

Announcements/Communications

In honor of California’s Day of the Teacher, President Green acknowledged the over 300,000 teachers in California and thanked them for educating California’s children. She reported that First Lady Laura Bush had visited Chipman Middle School in Alameda as a way of showing her support for the hard work that teachers do every day. Furthermore, President Green reported that she had visited City Terrace Elementary School in East Los Angeles and was reminded of the important role played by teachers.

President Green expressed the Board’s appreciation to Cindy Cunningham, Liaison to the State Board for the California Department of Education, who is taking a year leave to attend graduate school in New York. President Green acknowledged Ms. Cunningham’s efforts to work collaboratively with the Board staff to improve the quality of the agenda materials and commented that Ms. Cunningham’s efforts had made a real difference. 

President Green announced that Ricky Gill, student member of the Board, had chosen to attend Princeton in the fall and that he was a recipient of a Frank H. Buck Scholarship, which will pay all college-related costs for eight years.

Changes to the Agenda 

President Green announced that discussion of one part of Item 7 would be postponed until Thursday morning, that W-9 had been withdrawn by the district, and that Item 44 would be postponed until July. She further indicated that charter school items would be heard on both Wednesday afternoon and Thursday and that assessment items would be heard on Thursday morning.

The minutes reflect the order in which items were heard by the Board.

Report of the Superintendent

Superintendent O’Connell welcomed the new Board members, indicating that he looked forward to working with them. He reported that the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) tests were being administered across California and that the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) testing window had just closed for the 2004-05 school year. He reported that a national public opinion poll reported strong support for a high school exit examination in all states and demographic subgroups.

Superintendent O’Connell commented that he was pleased that the Legislative Analyst’s Office (LAO) report emphasized the need to focus on high schools, but that he disagreed with the LAO recommendation to lower standards for proficiency on the CAHSEE.  He argued that lowering standards for NCLB accountability purposes would hurt the State’s efforts to help students achieve at more rigorous levels.

Ms. Bloom reported that the Summer School for the Arts had received a grant from the entertainment industry and that she had visited with Otis College to see its arts training program for educators.

Catherine Banker, Liaison to the State Board from the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing, reported that there were eight new commissioners on the Commission and that she was thankful for the hard work of the CTC staff in providing support to the Commission. Ms. Banker briefly described the Commission’s work and reported that the percent of teachers authorized by emergency permits was at a ten-year low, lower than the year prior to the first state-funded class size reduction program.

Ms. Johnson commented that the number of last minute memoranda was becoming a problem for Board members as they did not have time to properly review the items when items were received the morning of the meeting. She requested that Board staff research the number and types of last minute memoranda received during recent years, compared to the current year, so that the Board could address this issue at a future meeting.

Seminar on Intervention and Support for High Priority Schools and Districts
	Information


Wendy Harris, Director of the School Improvement Division, and Laura Wagner, Administrator, Intervention Assistance Office, presented the seminar in response to a request from the Board.

Board members held an in depth discussion of the accountability systems that identify schools for improvement and of the need for additional resources to help those schools. Mr. Nuñez commented that California’s statewide testing system had been working well as an accountability system until the requirements of NCLB, which identified too many schools, including relatively high performing schools (deciles 5 and 6) for Program Improvement. Mr. Nuñez encouraged the Board to help the state to marshal its resources towards the most needy schools and districts. Ms. Chan concurred and stated that schools in deciles 1-3 should be the focus for school intervention and improvement efforts, and that those in deciles 4-5 should receive relatively less support, with schools in deciles 6-10 left alone.

Superintendent O’Connell reiterated his position that the ED should allow states to use a growth model for NCLB accountability that would reconcile the state and federal accountability systems. He indicated that 14 other states signed on to his request for federal consideration of growth models last year. He also commented that one of the good things that came out of NCLB was its focus on subgroups and that, as a result, schools in California had redoubled efforts to address the needs of those students. He commented that, by definition, there would always be decile 1 schools. He concluded by reporting that one-third of California’s districts would have been identified for PI but for the efforts of the Governor who negotiated successfully with the ED.

President Green thanked Ms. Harris for the presentation and indicated that it had provided the Board with a very helpful overview of school improvement issues. She furthermore commented that California was being challenged by the need to help LEAs ratchet up their ability to help schools and the need to build the capacity at the school and LEA level for turning around student achievement.

Camille Maben, Director, School and District Accountability Division, introduced this item with help from Diane Levin, Administrator, NCLB Implementation and Coordination Office, Bill Padia, Director, Policy and Evaluation Division, Geno Flores, Deputy, Assessment and Accountability Branch, and Gavin Payne, Chief Deputy Superintendent of Public Instruction. 

Ms. Levin reported that California currently has 142 LEAs in Program Improvement and that the CDE had been communicating with those LEAs through correspondence and a webcast about their responsibilities under the PI program. 

Mr. Payne reported that Secretary Spellings, ED, had announced she was “open to suggestions” for increasing states’ flexibility within certain areas of NCLB and had invited states to identify their interest in discussing areas of flexibility with the ED. In response, the CDE and Board staff were developing a position paper that presents arguments for utilizing a growth model for determining NCLB accountability and for utilizing the Academic Performance Indicator (API) in place of the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). Mr. Payne indicated that changes identified in the position paper would help California identify the neediest schools. He explained that, were the Board to approve, the CDE would start a discussion with the ED that would be an iterative process for identifying options for flexibility.

Ms. Barkett informed members that the CDE sought approval on the overall concept of beginning the iterative discussion and that the CDE would return to the Board with specifics once additional information was available.

President Green directed the Board’s attention to page 8 of 9 that outlines four modifications in the API that California is proposing to make in response to an ED agreement to employ growth in the API for determining AYP. Increasing the growth targets for subgroups may strengthen California’s position with the ED.

Moving discussion to a different issue, Mr. Flores reported that Secretary Spellings had announced new federal flexibility in the way that special education students could be tested and the impact of the results of those tests for determining AYP. The ED was inviting interested states to submit a letter of intent by June 1, 2005, to utilize the flexibility provisions. Mr. Flores asked for Board support in beginning a discussion with the ED immediately so that additional information could be brought to the Board in a timely manner.
