· MOTION:  Ms. Reiss moved that the Board (1) Approve the revised proposed amendments to the regulations, with minor technical modifications subject to the approval of the Executive Director of the State Board; (2) Direct that the revised proposed amendments be circulated for a 15-day public comment period in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act; (3) If no objections to the revisions are received during the 15-day public comment period, CDE shall complete the rulemaking package and submit the amended regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for Approval; and (4) If objections to the revisions are received during the 15-day public comment period, CDE shall place the amended regulations on the State Board’s January 2005 agenda for action following consideration of the comments received. Ms. Johnson seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll call vote (10 to 0).
