	Current State Board of Education Waiver Policy


At the January 2006 State Board of Education (SBE) meeting, the California Department of Education (CDE) Waiver Office was asked to prepare an Information Memorandum regarding all existing SBE waiver policies.

A consent calendar for waivers was initiated in response to the need to process an average 800 waiver requests received each year. Most waiver policies are developed when an issue generates a large number of waiver requests. The policies are drafted and formally approved after public hearing and majority vote of the SBE. The policies are intended to act as guidelines for CDE staff, so that they may recommend waivers for approval on consent if the local education agencies have met the criteria outlined by the SBE. Several policies have been in place for more than 20 years, many have been amended more than once, and a few have been repealed. Waivers not meeting guidelines in current policy, or for which there is no guiding policy, are reviewed and placed on the waiver action calendar. 

There are currently 26 SBE waiver policies that serve as guidelines for local educational agencies, as well as the CDE staff in the evaluation and scheduling of waivers. Copies of all current waiver policies are attached. Ten policies on various topics have been denoted for future consideration for repeal.
