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At the May 2007 State Board of Education (SBE) meeting, the SBE approved funding for 488 schools under the Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA). Board members also requested information regarding the decile rank distribution of funded schools.  

There are 286 decile rank 1 and 202 decile rank 2 schools that were approved for funding. 

Board members also requested that the QEIA evaluation include items that would help to determine whether teachers are leaving districts that do not have QEIA-funded schools for those districts that have schools with QEIA funding. To accurately determine the movement of individual teachers among districts, an individual teacher identification system is required. The California Longitudinal Teacher Integrated Data Education System (CALTIDES), currently under development, will be able to provide that information. The California Department of Education will begin to monitor teacher movement relative to QEIA funding once the system is fully functional and meaningful data can be extracted for reporting purposes. The estimated time frame for the system to become fully functional is 2009-10.
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
