	California English Language Development Test: Program Update Including, but not Limited to, Release of 2009–10 Initial Assessment Summary Results, and Certification of 2010 Apportionment Information Reports.


Summary of Key Issues

The California Department of Education (CDE) presented the 2009–10 California English Language Development Test (CELDT) annual assessment (AA) results to the State Board of Education in an information memorandum in June 2010. The CELDT is administered as an AA once per school year to students previously identified as English learners (ELs) until the student is reclassified as fluent English proficient. The AA testing window is July 1 through October 31 each year. 
The CELDT is also administered as an initial assessment (IA) to newly enrolled students whose primary language is not English and who have not previously taken the CELDT. The IA testing window is July 1 through June 30. The 2009–10 CELDT IA results are summarized below.
2009–10 Initial Assessment Summary Results

In October 2010, DataQuest, the CDE’s online database retrieval information system, was updated to include the release of the IA summary results for the 2009–10 CELDT Edition. Local educational agencies use IA results to identify students as ELs or as initially fluent English proficient. In 2009–10, 325,607 students took the CELDT for the IA purpose, a reduction of about 6 percent compared to the prior year. 
In 2009–10, there were two kindergarten and grade one (K–1) test booklets, one for speaking and listening, and one for reading and writing. Due to a change in contractors, the previous contractor was responsible for producing the K–1 speaking and listening booklets and the new contractor was responsible for producing the K–1 reading and writing test booklets. Some K–1 test booklets could not be merged because some were missing either the listening and speaking test booklet or the reading and writing test booklet. An overall performance level for 732 students could not be determined and the results are not included in Tables 1 or 2.
Table 1 (Attachment 1) presents a summary of the 2009–10 IA results by overall performance level by grade. These results indicate that:

· Approximately 80 percent of students tested scored at the Intermediate level or below, with 38 percent of those scoring at the Beginning level.

· The majority (about 64 percent) of newly enrolled students tested on the CELDT are in kindergarten.

Table 2 (Attachment 1) presents a summary of the 2009–10 IA results by overall performance level by the top six home languages reported. The results presented indicate that:

· Spanish is the largest primary language group with almost 75 percent tested for IA.
· The percentage of students scoring at the overall performance levels of Advanced and Early Advanced varies greatly by home language.
