These bills address relevant policy areas and/or impact the role of the State Board of Education (SBE). Inclusion in this list does not constitute an SBE or State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) position for the legislation.
The status of each bill is provided as of May 29, 2024.
Accountability and Assessment
AB 1971 (Addis) Student Online Personal Information Protection Act: administration of standardized tests.

This bill would define “K–12 school purposes” to mean the administration in the state of a standardized test taken by a K–12 student for the purpose of bolstering the K–12 student’s application for general admission to a postsecondary educational institution or a test used for preparation for a standardized test. The bill would additionally authorize an operator to disclose covered information if the disclosure is to a postsecondary institution for the purpose of facilitating a K–12 student’s admission to that institution or facilitating a K–12 student’s access to a scholarship only if the K–12 student, or the K–12 student’s legal guardian, expressly consented to the disclosure.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2181 (Gipson) Juvenile court school pupils: graduation requirements and continued education options.

This bill would revise and recast provisions related to county offices of education ability to exempt pupils from all coursework or other requirements of the county office of education that are in addition to the statewide coursework requirements for a pupil who transfers into a juvenile court school any time after the completion of the pupil’s 2nd year of high school, completes the statewide coursework requirements for graduation while attending a juvenile court school, and is in their 3rd or 4th year of high school, unless the county office of education makes a finding that the pupil is reasonably able to complete these local graduation requirements in time to graduate from high school by the end of the pupil’s 4th year of high school.

Location: Senate Rules

AB 2771 (Maienschein) Pupil attendance: schoolsite absence intervention teams.

This bill would require CDE to post information about the following methods, among others: identifying barriers to attendance for chronically absent pupils, developing and implementing absence intervention plans, home visits, and forming schoolsite absence intervention teams.

SB 1195 (Limon) Assessments: advanced placement examinations: fall testing date.

This bill would require each local educational agency (LEA) that operates a block schedule to request the College Board to provide an alternative testing date at the end of the fall semester for pupils whose advanced placement courses conclude in the fall semester, while maintaining the option for those pupils to take the advanced placement examination for those courses during the spring semester.

SB 1315 (Archuleta) School accountability: annual reporting requirements. 

This bill would require CDE, on or before March 1, 2025, and every 2 years thereafter, to provide a report to the SSPI, the Governor, and the Legislature on the number and types of reports that LEAs are required to annually submit. The bill would encourage the Legislature to, within 30 days of receiving the report from the department, hold a hearing to allow for the SSPI to present the report.

SB 1391 (Rubio D) Teachers: preparation and retention data.

This bill would require the Office of Cradle-to-Career (C2C) Data to create a teacher training and retention dashboard within the C2C data system by January 1, 2026.

Charter Schools
AB 2254 (Rubio, Blanca) Charter schools: renewal criteria.

This bill would extend the requirement of a chartering authority to consider verified data for renewal purposes until the SBE adopts the performance standards for growth for the state board adopted pupil-level academic growth measure for English language arts and mathematics, instead of until January 1, 2026. The bill would also require a chartering authority to consider the data the CDE uses to produce the dashboard, instead of verifiable data, for the purposes of charter renewal if the dashboard for the previous year is not yet available at the time of renewal.

Location: Senate Education

SB 1477 (Ashby) School accountability: independent study, educational enrichment activities, oversight, and audit requirements.

This bill would extend the current rules related to the ineligibility of the certified public accountant or public accountant to audits of a nonclassroom-based charter school and would additionally require the Controller to notify charter schools of those certified public accountants or public accountants determined to be ineligible to conduct these audits.

College and Career
AB 359 (Holden) Pupil instruction: dual enrollment: College and Career Access Pathways partnerships (CCAP). 

This bill would authorize the governing board of a community college district to enter into a CCAP partnership with the governing board of a school district, a county office of education, or the governing body of a charter school for the purpose of offering or expanding dual enrollment opportunities for all pupils, and would require that enrollment in CCAP partnerships be prioritized for pupils who may not already be college bound or who are underrepresented in higher education.

Location: Senate Appropriations 

AB 1929 (McKinnor) Career technical education: data collection.

The bill would require that data for the California Career Technical Education Incentive Grant Program administered by the CDE be disaggregated by race and gender. 

Location: Senate Education 

AB 2019 (Hoover) Early and middle college high schools and programs.

This bill would require each LEA with a middle college high school or program or an early college high school or program, to, beginning on or before August 1, 2026, and each August 1 thereafter, prepare and submit a report to the CDE with specified information.

Location: Senate Rules

AB 2165 (Reyes) Pupil instruction: financial aid application.

This bill would require a LEA, before exempting a pupil or the pupil’s parent or legal guardian from the current requirement to complete and submit a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), form for purposes of the California Dream Act, or an opt-out form, to provide specified information to the pupil and the pupil’s parent or legal guardian.

Location: Senate Education

SB 480 (Portantino) Pupil instruction: work-based learning: youth apprenticeship programs: high school graduation requirements: pilot program. 

This bill, for the 2026–27 school year, would authorize a school district or county office of education to offer the participation in a youth apprenticeship program for two school years as an alternative to the requirement that a pupil complete a course in visual or performing arts, foreign language, or career technical education, and would require a school district or county office of education, before offering that alternative to pupils, to notify parents, teachers, pupils, and the public at a regularly scheduled meeting of the governing board of the school district or county board of education of specified information.

Curriculum and Instruction
AB 1805 (Ta) Instructional materials: history-social science: Mendez v. Westminster School District of Orange County

This bill would require the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC), when the SBE adopts new instructional materials for history-social science on or after January 1, 2025, to consider including content on the case of Mendez v. Westminster School District of Orange County.

Location: Senate Appropriations

AB 1821 (Ramos) Pupil instruction: course of study: social sciences: treatment of Native Americans.

The bill would require the IQC, when the SBE next revises the history-social science curriculum framework or adopts new instructional materials, on or after January 1, 2025, to consider including content on the treatment and perspectives of Native Americans during those periods in that curriculum framework or evaluation criteria for instructional materials.

Location: Senate Appropriations 

AB 1871 (Alanis) Adopted course of study for grades 7 to 12: social sciences: personal financial literacy.

This bill would include personal finance within the history-social sciences area of study within the adopted course of study for grades 7 to 12.

Location: Senate Appropriations

AB 2053 (Mathis) Pupil instruction: abusive relationships.

This bill would require the comprehensive sexual health education and HIV prevention education to also include information about resources available to pupils related to adolescent relationship abuse and intimate partner violence, including the National Domestic Violence Hotline and local domestic violence hotlines.

Location: Senate Appropriations

AB 2097 (Berman) Pupil instruction: high schools: Computer science courses: implementation guide. 

This bill would require, by January 1, 2026, each LEA, maintaining any of grades 9 to 12 adopt a plan to offer at least one course in computer science in and would require the CDE to develop a computer science implementation guide.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2229 (Wilson) California Healthy Youth Act: menstrual health education. 

This bill would include menstrual health in the definition of “comprehensive sexual health education” in the California Healthy Youth Act.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2251 (Connolly) Graduation requirements: local requirements: exemptions.

This bill would clarify that the governing board of a school district is expressly authorized, at its discretion, to adopt a policy to exempt pupils from its additional coursework requirements.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2429 (Alvarez) Pupil instruction: health education courses: fentanyl. 

This bill would, commencing with the 2026–27 school year, require the governing board of a school district or charter school that has elected to require its pupils to complete a course in health education for graduation from high school to include instruction in the dangers associated with fentanyl use.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2640 (Kalra) Pupil instruction: animal dissection.

This bill, if a pupil chooses to refrain from participation in an assessment, education project, or test involving the dissection of animals, would require a teacher to provide an alternative assessment, education project, or test. The bill would also prohibit a pupil’s grades from being impacted as a means of penalizing the pupil for exercising their rights concerning dissection of animals. The bill would require a teacher, or a public school on behalf of the teacher, to provide written notice of the pupils’ rights and would require CDE to develop a template that a teacher, or a public school on behalf of the teacher, would be authorized to use to provide this written notice. The bill would strongly encourage, by July 1, 2028, public schools to explore using effective alternative methods in lieu of utilizing live or dead animals or animal parts for dissection in a course of study, except as provided. The bill would require the Uniform Complaint Procedures to apply to pupils’ rights to refrain from participation in an assessment, education project, or test involving the dissection of animals and to choose an alternative assessment, education project, or test.

Location: Senate Rules

AB 2865 (Carillo, W.) Pupil instruction: excessive alcohol use.

The bill would add information related to excessive alcohol use to the requirements of instruction LEAs are required to provide to students related to the risks of drug and alcohol use.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2876 (Berman) Pupil instruction: media literacy: artificial intelligence literacy: curriculum frameworks: instructional materials.

This bill would require the IQC to consider incorporating Artificial Intelligence (AI) literacy content into the mathematics, science, and history-social science curriculum frameworks when those frameworks are next revised after January 1, 2025, and would require the IQC to consider including AI literacy in its criteria for evaluating instructional materials when the state board next adopts mathematics, science, and history-social science instructional materials.

Location: Senate Education 

AB 2927 (McCarty) Pupil instruction: high school graduation requirements: personal finance.

This bill would add the completion of a one-semester course in personal finance to the graduation requirements commencing with pupils graduating in the 2030–31 school year and require LEAs to offer a personal finance course commencing with the 2027–28 school year.

Location: Senate Rules

AB 2932 (Patterson, Joe) Pupil instruction: sextortion prevention.

This bill would require the IQC, when the health education framework is next revised on or after January 1, 2025, to consider providing for inclusion, in that curriculum framework, content on sextortion.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2999 (Schiavo) Pupil instruction: homework policy. 

This bill would require each LEA, by the start of the 2027–28 school year, to develop and adopt, across at least 2 public meetings, a homework policy for all grades maintained by the LEA.

Location: Senate Education

AB 3010 (Bauer-Kahan) Pupil instruction: mindfulness, distress tolerance, interpersonal effectiveness, and emotional regulation. 

 This bill would require, when the health education framework is next revised on or after January 1, 2025, the IQC to consider including information on evidence-based schoolwide programs to support pupils in developing skills in mindfulness, distress tolerance, interpersonal effectiveness, and emotional regulation.

Location: Senate Education

SB 1410 (Ochoa Bogh) Pupil instruction: curriculum frameworks: mathematics: algebra.

This bill would require the IQC, when the mathematics curriculum framework is next revised after January 1, 2025, to consider including that pupils in grade 8 be offered the opportunity to take an Algebra I or Mathematics I course that is aligned to the content standards adopted by the SBE. 

Location: Assembly Education

SB 1411 (Ochoa Bogh) IQC: membership: appointments by the Intersegmental Committee of the Academic Senates.

This bill would add to the IQC 6 public members appointed by the Intersegmental Committee of the Academic Senates and would require the Intersegmental Committee of the Academic Senates to ensure that its appointments consist of 2 faculty subject matter experts from the California Community Colleges, 2 faculty subject matter experts from the California State University, and 2 faculty subject matter experts from the University of California.

Location: Assembly Education

SB 1412 (Ochoa Bogh) IQC: qualifications: prohibited communications.

This bill would prohibit publishers, distributers, and retailers of instructional materials or professional development materials, and their representatives, from being eligible for appointment to the IQC or selected to serve on any committee, subcommittee, or working group of the IQC and codifies and expands the existing prohibition on communications between publishers, distributers, and retailers of instructional materials or professional development materials, and their representatives, and members of the IQC.

Location: Assembly Education

SB 1471 (Stern) Pupil instruction: quiet reflection.

This bill would authorize a certificated employee at a public school to conduct a brief period of quiet reflection, with the participation of all pupils in attendance, for not more than 60 seconds at the beginning of each school day.

Location: Assembly Education 

Educator Preparation, Retention, and Support
AB 694 (Gipson) Teachers: teacher residency apprenticeship programs.

This bill would authorize the establishment of a Teacher Residency Apprenticeship Program, to address shortages in the educator workforce, expand the pipeline into the teaching profession, and grow a diverse, local pathway into teaching.

Location: Senate Appropriations 

AB 2345 (Patterson) Short-term staff permits: provisional intern permits: teaching permits for statutory leave: designated subject career technical education teaching credentials: Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) certification. 

This bill would, commencing July 1, 2025, add certification in CPR that meets the standards established by the American Heart Association or the American Red Cross to the minimum requirements for the 3-year preliminary designated subjects career technical education teaching credential and the 5-year clear designated subjects career technical education teaching credential.

Location: Senate Appropriations

AB 2473 (Committee on Education) Supplementary authorization incentive grants.

This bill would establish the Art Supplementary Authorization Incentive Grant Program, as part of the existing grant program for computer science supplementary authorization, to provide existing multiple subject or single subject credential holders $5,000 toward the cost of coursework necessary to earn a supplementary authorization in art, music, dance and theater; and extends specified educational rights to newcomer students; and repeals an obsolete statute.

Location: Senate Education

SB 347 (Newman) Teacher credentialing: basic teaching credentials: preschool.

This bill would require the Commission on Teacher Credentialing to award basic teaching credentials for preschool in public schools in the state.

Location: Assembly Education

SB 1263 (Newman) Teacher credentialing: teaching performance assessment: reading instruction competence assessment: repeal.

This bill would repeal requirements relating to the teaching performance assessment and the reading instruction competence assessment, delete obsolete provisions, and make conforming changes.

Location: Assembly Education

Equity and Inclusion
AB 1955 (Ward) Support Academic Futures and Educators for Today’s Youth Act (SAFETY). 

This bill would establish SAFETY Act. The act would prohibit (1) LEAs and state special school for the blind or deaf, or a member from each respective governing board, from enacting or enforcing policies or rules that require disclosure of a pupil's gender identity, sexual orientation, or gender expression without the pupil's consent; (2) an employee or contractor of an LEA and state special school for the blind or deaf, from being required to disclose information about a pupil's gender identity, sexual orientation, or gender expression unless otherwise required by law, as provided; (3) LEAs and state special school for the blind or deaf, or a member from each respective governing board from retaliation or adverse action against employees or contractor for taking certain actions on the basis that the employee or contractor took certain actions, as provided. The bill would also require CDE to develop supports and community resources for the support of parents, guardians, and families of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer, and questioning (LGBTQ) pupils.

Location: Senate Appropriations 

AB 2137 (Quirk-Silva) Homeless and foster youth.

This bill would make several changes to existing plans and services to ensure the coordination of school-related services for foster youth and pupils experiencing homelessness.  This would require consulting with district foster youth and homeless youth liaisons in the adoption of Local Control and Accountability Plans (LCAPs) and would require the instructions developed by the SBE to include certain information related to homeless youth and foster youth.  

Location: Senate Education

SB 939 (Umberg) Educational equity: schoolsite and community resources: neurodivergent pupils. 

This bill would require LEAs to ensure that resources related to neurodiversity are readily accessible to students and parents; require CDE to include in its online training module information about how to support students who are bullied for being neurodivergent; and expand the Categorical Program Monitoring process to require the CDE to assess whether LEAs have provided to certificated schoolsite employees who service students in grades 7-12 information on existing schoolsite and community resources related to supporting students who are neurodivergent. 

Location: Assembly Desk

SB 333 (Cortese) homeless pupils: California Success, Opportunity, and Academic Resilience (SOAR) Guaranteed Income Program.

This bill would establish a statewide guaranteed income program titled the California SOAR Guaranteed Income Program to provide approximately graduating high school students experiencing homelessness with direct cash assistance to support their transition out of high school and their access to employment and postsecondary education.

Location: Assembly Education

Health and Wellness
AB 2630 (Bonta) Pupil health: oral health assessment. 

This bill would expand the definition of “kindergarten” to include transitional kindergarten (TK) and requires proof of a student’s oral health assessment upon first enrollment only once during a two-year kindergarten program.  

Location: Senate Health

SB 954 (Menjivar) Sexual health. 

This bill would require all public high schools to make condoms available to students by the start of the 2025-26 school year, upon appropriation, and requires schools to provide information to students on the availability of condoms, as well as other sexual health information. The bill also prohibits public schools from preventing distribution of condoms or preventing a school-based health center from making condoms available and easily accessible to students at the school-based health center site.

Location: Assembly Education

SB 1063 (Grove) Pupil safety: identification cards.

This bill would require a public school or private school that serves pupils in any of grades 7 to 12, inclusive, and that issues pupil identification cards to have printed on the identification cards the Uniform Resource Locator (URL) for the mental health resources internet website of the county in which the public or private school is located by July 1, 2025 and allow a public school or private school that serves pupils in any of grades 7 to 12, to replace any or all of the required information that is already required to be printed on the identification cards, a quick response (QR) code.

Location: Assembly Education 

Multilingual Learners
AB 2071 (Carrillo, Juan) Pupil instruction: English Learner Roadmap: grant program: parent toolkit. 

This bill would require the SBE, by March 15, 2026, to develop and adopt a “California English Learner Roadmap: Parent Toolkit” that will be made available to families served by LEAs that are implementing the California English Learner Roadmap. The bill would require the department to develop forms that may be used by parents of English learner pupils to request services from the pupil’s teacher or administrator as it relates to the parent toolkit.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2074 (Muratsuchi) Pupil instruction: English Learner Roadmap Policy: statewide implementation plan.

This bill would require CDE to identify 3 positions within the department to develop the plan and to subsequently support school districts, county offices of education, and charter schools in implementing the plan. The bill would require CDE to, on or before November 1, 2025, submit a report with the statewide implementation plan for the California English Learner Roadmap.

Location: Senate Floor

Nutrition and Physical Activity 
AB 2073 (Quirk-Silva) Physical education courses: alternate term schedules.

This bill would authorize the governing board of a school district that maintains any of grades 6 to 12 to adopt a policy, as specified, providing for an alternate term schedule for physical education (PE) courses, which shall be deemed to satisfy the requirements of a course in PE.

Location: Senate Education 

AB 2316 (Gabriel) Pupil nutrition: substances: prohibition 

This bill would prohibit, beginning July 1, 2025, a public school from offering, selling, or otherwise providing any food or beverage, except items sold as part of a school fundraising event, from containing six substances, including certain food dyes and titanium dioxide. Specifically, this bill prohibits food and drinks served by schools from containing Blue 1, Blue 2, Green 3, Red 40, titanium dioxide, Yellow 5, and Yellow 6.

Location: Senate Rules 

SB 1248 (Hurtado) Pupil health: extreme weather conditions: physical activity.

This bill would, upon appropriation, require CDE, on or before January 1, 2026, establishes guidelines specifying temperature thresholds or index ratings that trigger modifications to physical activities during extreme weather conditions and requires LEA to develop policies that adhere to the guidelines developed by the CDE.

Location: Assembly Education

Professional Learning 
AB 1913 (Addis) Pupil safety: child abuse prevention: training.

This bill would revise and recast current provisions related to child abuse, by requiring CDE to additionally develop and disseminate information to all school districts, county offices of education, state special schools and diagnostic centers, and charter schools, and their school personnel in California, regarding the prevention of abuse, including sexual abuse, of children on school grounds, by school personnel, or in school-sponsored programs, and additionally develop appropriate means of instructing school personnel in the prevention of abuse.

Location: Senate Rules

SB 1277 (Stern) Pupil instruction: genocide education: the Holocaust.

The bill would provide that the California Teachers Collaborative for Holocaust and Genocide Education’s mission is to ensure that genocide, including Holocaust, education is taught consistent with, among other things, the content standards, curriculum frameworks, and instructional materials adopted by the SBE, in ways that are interdisciplinary and age-appropriate to pupils of different grade levels.

Location: Assembly Desk

School Climate and Safety 

AB 960 (Mathis) School safety: web-based or app-based school safety programs.

This bill would encourage each public school, including charter schools, to implement a web-based or app-based school safety program that contains key information and the emergency procedures for that schoolsite.

Location: Senate Education

AB 1851 (Holden) Drinking water: schoolsites: lead testing pilot program.

The bill would require the Superintendent to select LEAs for participation in the pilot program and, if a selected local educational agency consents to participate in the pilot program, the bill would require the Superintendent to provide grants to the participating local educational agencies for testing and remediating drinking water lead levels at eligible facilities.

Location: Senate Education

AB 1858 (Ward) Comprehensive school safety plans: active shooters: armed assailants: drills.

This bill would require, as part of the comprehensive school safety plan, if the plan includes procedures to prepare for active shooters or other armed assailants by conducting a drill, the development of specified procedures relating to that drill.

Location: Senate Education

AB 2441 (Kalra) School safety: mandatory notifications.

Current law provides that any person who willfully disturbs any public school or any public school meeting is guilty of a misdemeanor and subject to a fine of not more than $500. The bill would exempt from those misdemeanor and fine provisions a person who, at the time of the disturbance, is a pupil of the school district.

Location: Senate Rules

AB 2565 (McCarty) School facilities: interior locks.

This bill would require LEAs serving pupils in kindergarten or any of grades 1 to 12, that undertakes an addition, alteration, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or retrofit of a school building, to install interior locks on each door of any room with an occupancy of 5 or more persons in that school building.

Location: Senate Rules 

AB 2690 (Patterson, Joe) Pupil safety: parental notification: synthetic drugs. 

This bill would require a LEA to inform the parents or guardians of each enrolled pupil about the risk of social media platforms being used as a way to market and sell synthetic drugs, such as fentanyl.

Location: Senate Education 

AB 2816 (Gipson) School safety: School Mapping Data Grant Program.

This bill would establish the School Mapping Data Grant Program under the administration of the Office of Emergency Services to provide one-time grants to participating LEAs to enter into contracts with qualified vendors providing school mapping data, as provided, for purposes of assisting public safety agencies in efficiently responding to on-campus emergencies at schools.

Location: Senate Rules 

AB 2968 (Connolly) School safety and fire prevention: fire hazard and severity zones: Comprehensive school safety plans: communication and evacuation plans.

This bill would, commencing with the 2026–27 fiscal year and annually thereafter, require each private school or public school, in a high or very high fire hazard severity zone, as identified by the State Fire Marshal, to comply with the appropriate defensible space fire safety standards.

School Finance
AB 247 (Muratsuchi) – Transitional Kindergarten Through Community College Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2024 

This bill would create the K–14 Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2024 to construct and modernize education facilities.

SB 98 (Portantino) Education finance: local control funding formula: enrollment-based funding report. 

This bill would require the Legislative Analyst’s Office to submit a report to the Legislature, on or before January 1, 2026, on the effects of changing the pupil count methodology for LCFF from average daily attendance to pupil enrollment.

Location: Assembly Education

Special Education
AB 438 (Rubio, B.) Pupils with exceptional needs: individualized education programs: postsecondary goals and transition services. 

This bill would require an individualized education program, commencing July 1, 2025, to include measurable postsecondary goals and transition services, if determined appropriate by a pupil’s individualized education program team, beginning when an individual with exceptional needs is starting their high school experience and not later than the first individualized education program to be in effect when the pupil is 16 years of age.

Location: Senate Floor

AB 1938 (Gallagher) Special education: inclusion and universal design for learning. 

This bill would require an LEA, when implementing inclusion and universal design for learning initiatives, to consider specified things with respect to the full language access needs of pupils who are deaf, hard of hearing, or deaf-blind, for the determination of the least restrictive environment. The bill would also require individualized family service plan teams and individualized education program teams to consider the language needs of the pupil and to review the full continuum of placements and services available to the pupil.

SB 483 (Cortese) Pupil rights: prone restraint.

This bill would prohibit the use of prone restraint, defined to include prone containment, by an educational provider.

AB 1919 (Weber) Pupil discipline: suspension: restorative justice practices. 

This bill would, commencing July 1, 2026, require LEAs to adopt at least one of the best practices for restorative justice practice implementation developed by the CDE.

SB 691 (Portantino) State Board of Education: student members: truancy notifications.

This bill would expand the number of students appointed to the SBE. The bill would also require notification to parents and guardians that their pupil may be truant to include additional information.

This bill would require CDE, on or before January 31, 2025, to publicly post on its internet website the membership of the SSPI’s Parent Advisory Council, and to update the membership list on its internet website within 30 days of a membership change.

Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten 
AB 2226 (Muratsuchi) Elementary education: kindergarten.

This bill, beginning with the 2026-27 school year, would require a child to have completed one year of kindergarten before that child may be admitted to first grade at a public elementary school.

AB 2268 (Muratsuchi) English learners: initial identification: English language proficiency assessment.

This bill is an urgency measure that exempts pupils in TK from being assessed for English language development using the English Language Proficiency Assessments for California (ELPAC).

SB 1194 (Wilk) State Superintendent of Public Instruction’s Parent Advisory Council.

This bill would require CDE, on or before January 31, 2025, to publicly post on its internet website the membership of the SSPI’s Parent Advisory Council, and to update the membership list on its internet website within 30 days of a membership change.

SB 1288 (Becker) Public schools: artificial intelligence working group

AB 2901 (Aguiar-Curry) Pregnancy Leave for Educators Act. 
This bill would expand maternity leave for school employees, granting up to 14 weeks of leave with full pay when an employee is experiencing or has experienced pregnancy, miscarriage, childbirth, termination of pregnancy, or recovery from those conditions.
