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Summary of Key Issues

On September 19, 2014, State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Tom Torlakson released the annual assessment results for the 2013–14 California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE). The results may be found on the California Department of Education (CDE) DataQuest Web page at http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/. The news release and accompanying summary of results may be found on the CDE CAHSEE Summary Reports Web page at http://cahsee.cde.ca.gov/. The CDE CAHSEE Web page displays:

· Summary results for the July, October, November, and December 2013 administrations, as well as the February, March, and May 2014 administrations

· Summary results at the school, district, county, and state levels

· Summary results for students by grade, gender, race/ethnicity, language fluency, socioeconomic status, and special education program participation

· Summary reports by economic status and race/ethnicity by county and school district

The results show that over 90 percent of all student groups, except English learners (ELs) and Students with Disabilities (SWDs), are meeting the CAHSEE requirement by the end of their senior year. 

· Approximately 95.5 percent of the students from the Class of 2014 met the CAHSEE requirement by the end of their senior year. 

· Approximately 80.6 percent of ELs met the CAHSEE requirement by the end of their senior year. 

· Approximately 57.2 percent of SWDs met the CAHSEE requirement by the end of their senior year. 
· Approximately 94.2 percent of the socioeconomically disadvantaged students met the CAHSEE requirement by the end of their senior year.
