Fiscal Management

PTSSA cited a decline in enrollment and excessive lease facility costs as the main reasons for the operating deficits in FY 2011–12. PTSSA projected an enrollment of over 190 students in its original budget, but enrollment as of December 2012 was 147 students. PTSSA has since taken current budget action to reduce expenditures to include staffing cost cuts and reduction in books and supply budgets.

CDE staff reviewed and generally agrees with the reasonableness of the assumptions used in developing the MYP. However, to ensure proper oversight, CDE has issued a letter of concern identifying the fiscal concerns and has requested a corrective action plan that is due by May 1, 2013. The CDE will continue to monitor the enrollment trends and the school’s budget adjustments to enrollment changes, and recommend to the SBE to take appropriate action, as deemed necessary.
