CDE will be reviewing your LCAP and this written response during the upcoming monthly calls as part of the oversight process.
Renewal Criteria
OGCSSB is up for renewal in 2023.
Additionally, please be aware that California Education Code Section 47607 sets forth grounds for renewing a petition.
1. The authority that granted the charter shall consider increases in pupil academic achievement for all groups of pupils served by the charter school as the most important factor determining whether to grant a charter renewal.
1. The entity that granted the charter determines that the academic performance of the charter school is at least equal to the academic performance of the public schools that the charter school pupils would otherwise have been required to attend, as well as the academic performance of the schools in the school district in which the charter school is located, taking into account the composition of the pupil population that is served at the charter school.
CDE will be reviewing the CAASPP results as part of the renewal process if OGCSSB submits its renewal petition to the SBE for approval.
The following is a list of schools within a 5 mile radius where the students would otherwise attend:
· Alta Vista Alternative High
· Alta Vista Alternative Junior High
· La Cuesta Continuation High

The academic performance of these schools may be used as the comparison schools for purposes of renewal.
