SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES
The State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) in consultation with the State Board of Education (SBE) convened an English Learner Roadmap (EL Roadmap) Workgroup to share expertise and provide input into the development of a resource guide that informs policy regarding English Learners (ELs). The California English Learner Roadmap: Strengthening Comprehensive Educational Policies, Program, and Practices for English Learners will assist local educational agencies as they implement California’s 21st century college and career ready standards, curriculum, instruction programs, and assessments. The EL Roadmap will highlight evidence-based practices, promising models, exemplary services, and effective inclusion of new federal and state legal requirements.
The EL Roadmap will be informed by the results of a survey, federal and state statutes governing essential services for ELs, and public input including philanthropists, community members and others interested in EL education. The California Department of Education (CDE) invited educators with a minimum of five years of demonstrated experience implementing EL programs to apply to serve on the EL Roadmap Workgroup. Educators selected to serve represent the various geographic regions of the state, professional roles, and areas of expertise such as early childhood, transitional kindergarten (TK) through grade twelve, adult education, special education, and university teacher preparation programs.

BACKGROUND
In A Blueprint for Great Schools: Version 2.0, key recommendation 3.10 in the strategic priority area of Student Success calls upon State Superintendent of Public Instruction Tom Torlakson and the CDE to meet the needs of ELs by establishing an English learning master plan. To address this recommendation, the CDE has garnered the financial support of the Sobrato Family Foundation to fund the establishment of an EL Roadmap Workgroup to accomplish this task.
