Summary of Key Issues

LEA Plan as LCAP Federal Addendum

The Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP) is the primary strategic planning document for each local educational agency (LEA). The LCAP is a tool for LEAs to set goals, plan actions, and leverage resources in consultation with stakeholders to improve student outcomes with specific activities to address Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) state and local priorities. The LCAP describes how an LEA intends to meet annual goals for all students and to increase or improve services for English learners, Foster Youth, and low-income students in proportion to the additional funding apportioned on the basis of the number and concentration of the enrollment of these student groups within the LEA.

The Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires LEAs to complete a Local Educational Agency Plan (LEA Plan) that addresses required provisions of ESSA programs under which an LEA applies for federal education funds. Therefore, LEAs that apply for ESSA funds will be required to complete an LCAP Federal Addendum Template (Addendum) (Attachment 1) and the Consolidated Application. The Addendum, in conjunction with the Consolidated Application, will serve as the ESSA LEA Plan. Consistent with the intent of California Education Code (EC) Section 52064, the Addendum allows an LEA to complete a single LCAP to meet both state and federal requirements; align state and federal resources; and help minimize duplication of effort at the local level. It is anticipated that LEAs will be required to update and submit their Addendum every three years, consistent with the three year LCAP cycle. As such, 2018–19 is the second year in the current three year LCAP planning cycle (2017​–18 through 2019–20). Therefore, the first Addendum will be approved and effective for two years. The LCAP and Addendum planning cycle resets in 2020–21 for the 2020–21 through 2022–23 cycle. The Addendum addresses the required provisions of the following ESSA programs:

· Title I, Part A: Improving Basic Programs Operated by State and Local Educational Agencies
· Title I, Part D: Prevention and Intervention Programs for Children and Youth Who Are Neglected, Delinquent, or At-Risk
· Title II, Part A: Supporting Effective Instruction
· Title III, Part A: Language Instruction for English Learners and Immigrant Students
· Title IV, Part A: Student Support and Academic Enrichment Grants

Stakeholder Involvement in Addendum Development

The California Department of Education (CDE), with support from the California Comprehensive Center at WestEd, convened LEA representatives to assist in designing a new approach to meet federal planning requirements within the context of the LCAP process. Upon review of the required Addendum provisions, LEA representatives agreed that a well-written LCAP addresses many of the federal provisions. The team cross-referenced ESSA provisions with the LCFF state priorities and identified those LCFF priorities that potentially meet ESSA provisions. Those priorities are identified within the Addendum template along with the provision that it addresses.
The CDE continues to collect feedback from stakeholders. The California Practitioners Advisory Group is scheduled to provide input at their December meeting and the Addendum will be presented to the State Board of Education (SBE) for its feedback in November 2017. Stakeholder engagement events are being scheduled for October and December. Two surveys are being prepared, one by the State Title III leads and another statewide survey similar in design to the LCAP redesign survey that was conducted in February 2017.

The Addendum is also being field tested with several county offices of education (COEs) and school districts in the 2017–18 school year. If approved by the SBE, the Addendum will be fully implemented for those LEAs that apply for ESSA funds during the 2018–19 school year. LEAs will continue to use the Consolidated Application as the vehicle to document participation in federal programs and meet the annual reporting requirements of each program.

LEA Engagement of Stakeholders in its Plan Development Process

EC requires that LCAPs be developed in a public process in consultation with stakeholders. An LEA’s LCAP describes the process of stakeholder involvement and how the involvement impacted the development of the LCAP. By incorporating the Addendum into the LCAP development process, ESSA stakeholder engagement requirements will be met through the LCAP development process. This will ensure that ESSA programs are planned for in consultation with the local school community, and activities funded with ESSA dollars will supplement local services and activities in ways that are aligned to state priorities.

LCAP Federal Addendum Approval Process

On or before July 1 of each year, a governing board of a school district or COE must adopt an LCAP and then file the LCAP with the county superintendent of schools (for school districts), or with the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) (for COEs) for review and approval within five days of adoption. LCAPs for the seven school districts that are the only school district in their county are also submitted to the SSPI for approval. If the reviewing agency determines that an LCAP meets the approval criteria described in statute, it must approve the LCAP on or before October 8 of each year.

As part of a charter school’s annual reporting requirements, a charter school must develop and submit an LCAP by July 1 of each year to its chartering authorizer and to the county superintendent of schools for the county in which it operates. A charter school’s LCAP must be adopted by the charter school governing body. Although statute does not provide for the approval of a charter school LCAP, charter school Addenda will be reviewed by the CDE as part of the review process discussed below.

An LEA may complete its LCAP Federal Addendum in any one of three ways: (1) complete the template for the LCAP Federal Addendum, (2) include the required federal information within its LCAP, or (3) provide the required federal information in another document. An LEA decides which of these three options to use in order to complete its Addendum.

Those provisions a school district chooses to address by including the required federal information within its LCAP (#2 above) will be reviewed by the school district’s COE. The CDE will review all other provisions addressed by school districts either through the use of the LCAP Federal Addendum (#1 above) or by providing the required federal information in another document (#3 above). In those cases where a school district addresses some provisions in the LCAP and other provisions in another document or using the Addendum, the CDE and associated COE will coordinate efforts to ensure a comprehensive review. All COE and charter school Addenda will be reviewed by the CDE.
During the 2017–18 school year, the CDE proposes to partner with the Regional System of District and School Support (RSDSS), currently funded through September 2018, and COEs to develop a consistent, statewide shared understanding of how to adequately address provisions of the Addendum. The RSDSS is a regional network of all 58 California counties organized into 11 regions and is an essential component of the Statewide System of School Support.

The review process will culminate the CDE’s determination that COEs, school districts, and charter schools Addenda meet the approval criteria for each provision before submitting them, in conjunction with the Consolidated Application, to the SBE for approval. The CDE will present those LEAs that have Addenda recommended for approval at a regularly scheduled meeting of the SBE for action. This review process applies only to the Addenda. School district LCAPs will continue to be approved by COEs. County superintendent of schools LCAPs will continue to be approved by the SSPI
.

During the review process, if an LEA’s Addendum does not adequately address the required provisions, the CDE will work with the LEA and suggest ways to strengthen the LEA’s response. The CDE will provide the LEA with a designated expert point of contact from the CDE’s Integrated Planning Support Team (IPST) with whom they can discuss these recommendations and be supported to develop a stronger Addendum. The purpose of the IPST is to provide support to LEAs to develop, implement, and evaluate LEA level and school level plans that provide for and sustain the cycle of continuous improvement in conditions of learning, student outcomes, and engagement as articulated in the LCFF state priorities. The IPST is facilitated by the Local Agency Systems Support Office.
