Mission Preparatory 2015-16 Local Control Accountability Plan Executive Summary

December 9, 2015

Parents provided input through monthly achievement council meetings and annual surveys to inform the goals and strategies of Mission Preparatory’s LCAP.  Teachers provided input through professional development surveys and analyzed student achievement data to determine key strategies for instructional support.

Each of the following goals is charterwide and applies to all sub-groups.

Goal 1:  All teachers will hold a multiple-subject teaching credential and will have or be working toward English Learner Authorization.  To ensure 100% of Mission Preparatory teachers are credentialed for the subject area and pupils they are teaching, the school will annually conduct targeted outreach to recruit mission-aligned, effective teachers who possess appropriate credentials and will offer the BTSA program for early-career teachers to earn their Clear Credential.

Goal 2:  The school will continue to implement Common Core, CA Social Studies, ELD, Arts, Physical Education, Foreign Language and Next Generation Science Standards and ensure that all students have access to a broad course of study that includes all subject areas.  To meet this outcome, we prepare standards-based scope and sequences for each content area and schedules that provide sufficient time for each subject area; conduct summer and going professional development to support teacher development and implementation of standards-aligned unit and lesson plans and assessments; and review instructional plans and assessments and observe instruction to ensure full implementation of all standards across content areas.
Goal 3:  Parents participate meaningfully in supporting their children’s education.  Specifically, we expect 100% of parents will attend a conference with their child’s teacher to review their child’s progress toward grade-level goals and acquire home learning strategies and at least 50% of parents will attend a school workshop or event.  To provide meaningful opportunities for parent involvement, we hold quarterly District/School/English Learning Advisory Committee meetings to review school-wide student achievement outcomes and progress toward goals; present information about skills and standards at Family Achievement Council workshops 3 times annually; and review school-based, standardized, and state assessment data as part of individual student progress discussions with parents at quarterly parent-teacher conferences.

Goal 4:  Students score proficient or above on state standardized assessments.  We aim for the percentage of students who have attended the school for 2 or more years scoring proficient or above on state standardized assessments to exceed the state average.  Actions and services to support this outcome include:  equipping and supporting teachers to implement standards-based, rigorous, individualized instruction in all content areas through summer and ongoing professional development, observations, and feedback sessions; facilitating professional learning communities focused on data analysis of student performance on school-based assessments; and preparing students for and administering Smarter Balanced interim and summative assessments.

Goal 5:  Students are at school, on time, every day.  Our expectation is that average daily attendance will meet or exceed 95% and that fewer than 10% of students will miss more than 10% of school days in a given school year.  To support this goal, we track daily and weekly attendance rates by classroom and recognize high attendance rates; contact parents before 9am on any day their child is absent; conduct one-on-one meetings with parents if a child has missed more than 3 days in a quarter; and communicate to parents the importance of daily attendance during family registration and orientation meetings.

Goal 6:  Students will behave in ways that support a positive and productive learning environment that enables all children to focus and achieve.  Fewer than 5% of students will be suspended out of school annually, and our school should provide an engaging, supportive, and peaceable climate.  To meet this goal, we equip and support teachers to implement rituals, routines, and systems that create safe, focused, caring classroom environments as explicated in the School Community and Culture handbook; work with teachers to develop and implement individual behavior support plans for students who are struggling with behavior; and train and support teachers to implement Resolving Conflict Creatively Program lessons weekly.

Goal 7:  All students, including students with disabilities and English Learners, will reach ambitious achievement outcomes.  Specifically, at least 50% of students who have been enrolled at the school for 4 or more years will be reclassified as English proficient; 80% of English learners will be reclassified as English proficient within 6 years; and at least 70% of students with IEPs will meet 70% of annual IEP goals.  To meet these outcomes, we equip and support classroom teachers and special education service providers to implement instructional strategies and services to support students in meeting IEP and grade-level goals; equip and support teachers to implement instructional plans that integrate ELD standards and strategies to ensure comprehensible input across subject areas; provide small-group instruction and intervention services as needed; and review all assessment results to determine students eligible for redesignation as Fluent English Proficient on an annual basis.
The projected increase in per pupil funds for Mission Preparatory in 2015-16 is 19.04%, $1,354 per ADA.  This increase translates to an additional $289,417.50 in state revenues based on projected ADA of 213.75.  These funds will be allocated to funding additional faculty to provide small-group and intervention instruction, and providing additional professional development support to meet the needs of English Learners and low-income students, who comprise more than 89% of our unduplicated pupil count, in alignment with our Pupil Outcomes goals.   All funds are allocated charterwide as Mission Preparatory is a single-site school and LCAP funds support more than 89% of our student population.
