Ranges of Proficiency
Novice	Learners use learned words, signs and phrases (formulaic language).
Intermediate	Learners use sentences and strings of sentences (created language).
Advanced	Learners use paragraphs and strings of paragraphs (planned language).
Superior	Learners use coherent and cohesive multi-paragraph texts (extended language).
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Phase and Accuracy Within Ranges of Proficiency
Quantity and Quality of the Message
Phase: Low
Learners are just able to understand or produce the text-type characteristic of the range (words/signs/phrases, sentences, paragraphs, coherent and cohesive multi-paragraph texts).
Accuracy in comprehension and production is low.
Phase: Mid
Learners produce a wide variety of text-types within the range.
Accuracy in comprehension and production is high.
Phase: High
Learners begin to produce, but not consistently, text-types of the subsequent range.
Accuracy in comprehension and production is maintained in the current range of proficiency and is low in the subsequent range.
