California Biliteracy Developments

State Seal of Biliteracy
The State Seal of Biliteracy became effective in 2012 per Assembly Bill 815.

English Language Development (ELD) Standards
The State Board of Education adopted the ELD standards in 2012.

Common Core en Español
The Spanish language version of the Common Core State Standards was release in 2013.

Infant/Toddler Curriculum Framework
Provides guidance for preschool programs that work with young students who are developing in their native language as well as English. This framework was released in 2013.

English Language Arts (ELA)/ELD Framework
ELA/ELD Framework was adopted in 2014. The framework includes guidance for materials in bilingual programs.

The Students We Share/Los Estudiantes Que Compartimos
The Students We Share is binational symposium that took place in 2016 to support students who attend school in both the California and Mexico. 

Bilingual Teacher Professional Development Program
In 2017, the California Department of Education awarded grants to local educational agencies to support programs to increase the number of teachers who obtain bilingual authorization and the number of authorized teachers who teach in bilingual settings.

California English Learner Roadmap State Board of Education Policy: Educational Programs and Services for English Learners 
The English Learner Roadmap State Board Policy was approved in 2017.

California English Learner Roadmap: Strengthening Comprehensive Educational Policies, Programs, and Practices for English Learners (CA EL Roadmap)
The CA EL Roadmap is a guidance document that includes the State Board Policy and additional information and resources to support local educational agencies to implement the policy. It will be released in 2018.

World Language Standards
The 2009 World Language Standards are being revised and the new World Language Standards are expected to be released in 2019. 
Adoption of Instructional Materials
The ELA/ELD instructional materials were adopted in 2015 and include materials in Spanish for Dual Immersion Bilingual programs. The World Language instructional materials are scheduled for adoption in 2019–20.

Binational Migrant Education Program
The Binational Migrant Education Program is an international program between the Secretary of Public Education of Mexico and the California Department of Education. There are two programs that use Binational Program teachers; one program during the school year to support students in Migrant Education, and one program to support Migrant students during the Migrant Education summer school program.

Exchange Teacher Program
The Exchange Teacher Program offers teachers the opportunity for teachers to develop their language skills in preparation for bilingual teaching and encourages cross-cultural understanding. 
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The Spanish Language Development Standards are being developed and will be released in 2018.
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
