Each recipient of federal funds under any applicable program through any grant, subgrant, cooperative agreement, loan, or other arrangement shall keep records which fully disclose the amount and disposition by the recipient of those funds, the total cost of the activity for which the funds are used, the share of that cost provided from other sources, and such other records as will facilitate an effective financial or programmatic audit. The recipient shall maintain such records for three years after the completion of the activity for which the funds are used. (Title 20, United States Code (USC), Chapter 31, Subchapter III, Part 4, Section 1232f[a])
The Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, shall have access, for the purpose of audit examination, to any records maintained by a recipient that may be related, or pertinent to, grants, subgrants, cooperative agreements, loans, or other arrangements to which reference is made in subsection (a) of this section, or which may relate to the compliance of the recipient with any requirement of an applicable program. (Title 20, USC, Chapter 31, Subchapter III, Section 1232f[b])

2017–18 Title III Immigrant Program

The funding period for fiscal year (FY) 2017–18 Title III subgrants runs from July 1, 2017 to September 30, 2019.
Obligations
All obligations must be liquidated no later than 90 calendar days after the funding period end date. For the FY 2017–18 subgrants, all obligations need to be liquidated by December 30, 2019. Any local educational agency (LEA) reporting unexpended funds after this date will be invoiced by the California Department of Education (CDE). Direct Administrative Costs
Recommended direct administration expenses for a fiscal year may not exceed 2 percent of such funds for the cost of administering the program.

The funding period for fiscal year (FY) 2017–18 Title III subgrants runs from July 1, 2017, to September 30, 2019.

The Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Section 3115(c)(1)(2) and (d) defines allowable expenditures for Title III English Learner (EL) funds.
All obligations must be liquidated no later than 90 calendar days after the funding period end date. For the FY 2017–18 subgrants, all obligations must be liquidated by December 30, 2019. Any local educational agency (LEA) reporting unexpended funds after this date will be invoiced by the California Department of Education (CDE). [bookmark: _Toc513565271]Title III English Learner Student Program Subgrant
A local educational agency (LEA) that reported the enrollment of one or more English Learner (EL) students via the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS) October 2018 data collection is eligible to apply for the 2019–20 Title III EL student program formula subgrant.
All eligible LEAs that qualify for 2019–20 Title III EL Student Program Subgrant must apply for funding on the Consolidated Application and Reporting System (CARS), by selecting the Yes option for Title III EL on the 2019–20 Application for Funding.
LEAs are eligible to receive EL funding directly if their preliminary entitlement is $10,000 or greater. If the preliminary entitlement is under $10,000, the LEA may still be eligible for the funds by additionally applying as a consortium via the Consortium Online Application.
To determine the estimated amount of your LEA's subgrant for EL students, please visit the California Department of Education (CDE), Title III, English Learner and Immigrant Programs web page at https://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/aa/ca/titleiii.asp.
The LEA is not eligible for the subgrant, in cases where the LEA did not report the enrollment of one or more EL students on Fall Census Day (the first Wednesday in October 2018) in the CALPADS.
[bookmark: _Toc293390703]Title III Immigrant Student Program Subgrant
All LEAs that qualify for a 2019–20 Title III Immigrant Student Program Subgrant must apply for funding on the CARS, by selecting the Yes option for Title III Immigrant on the 2019–20 Application for Funding.
To be eligible for a Title III Immigrant subgrant a LEA must have 21 or more eligible immigrant students, and have experienced a significant increase of 2 percent or greater growth in the eligible immigrant student enrollment. Eligibility is not based on the total number of immigrant students. For fiscal year (FY) 2019–20, eligibility is calculated by averaging the previous two years of immigrant student numbers (FYs 2016–17 and 2017–18), and comparing this average to the third year (FY 2018–19). The student count numbers are extracted from the CALPADS as of FY 2018–19. If there has been 2 percent growth, the LEA is considered eligible for FY 2019–20 Immigrant funding. Please note that LEAs add the nonprofit private school Student National Origin Report data to calculate and determine if the district meets the 2 percent growth requirement to qualify for funding.

LEAs are not eligible for Immigrant Student Program Subgrants in cases where the:

[bookmark: _Toc6407587]2019–20 Nonprofit Private Schools
The Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965, as amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act, Section 8501 requires local educational agencies (LEAs) to provide services to eligible private school students, teachers, and other educational personnel. These services must be equitable in comparison to the services provided for students, teachers, and other educational personnel in public schools.
The LEA in which the eligible private school is located is responsible for initiating the consultation process and for providing services to eligible students, teachers, and other educational personnel. The LEA maintains control of the federal funds used to provide services, and the nonprofit private schools receive no direct federal funding.
Consultation: Equitable services for private school students, teachers, and educational personnel must be developed in consultation with the officials of participating private schools. The consultation process must be both timely and meaningful. Consultation must occur before the LEA makes any decision (such as ordering materials or hiring staff) that affects the opportunities of the private school students, teachers, or other educational personnel to participate, and must address issues such as:
· How the student’s needs will be identified;
· What services will be offered;
· How, where, and by whom the services will be provided;
· How the services will be assessed and how the results of the assessment will be used to improve those services;
· The size and scope of the equitable services to be provided to the eligible private school students, teachers, and other educational personnel and the amount of funds available for those services and how that amount is determined; and
· How and when the LEA will make decisions about the delivery of services, including a thorough consideration and analysis of the views of the private school officials on the provision of contract services through potential third-party providers.
The LEA may request documentation, as needed, from private school officials that enables the LEA to identify students who are eligible under the applicable ESEA program and the appropriate services that meet the needs of those private school students, their teachers, or other educational personnel. However, the request for documentation should not constitute an administrative barrier that is inconsistent with the LEA’s responsibility to ensure equitable participation of private school students, teachers, and other educational personnel.
The LEA should thoroughly document and maintain a record of the consultation process in order to verify that it has met the requirement for timely and meaningful consultation and has provided equitable services. If the LEA consulted with a private school that chose not to participate in services, the LEA should maintain documentation that supports the fact that the district initiated contact and offered equitable services that were declined.
