ADDENDUM #1 – Request for Proposals for Culturally and Linguistically Responsive Teaching Professional Development (CN200117)
To all Prospective Bidders: 

This addendum hereby revises RFP CN200117, as follows:
Page 5, Section 1, Purpose and Background, Purpose
Delete paragraph two in its entirety and replace with:
The CDE seeks proposals that provide culturally and linguistically responsive teaching professional development in the form of a Training of Trainers (ToT). This ToT will be held virtually due to COVID-19 and will serve Migrant Education Program staff throughout the state. Three ToT institutes must be conducted for three regional areas within California (i.e., Northern, Central, and Southern California) and must be at least two days, or 16 hours, in length for each area. Each of the three ToT institutes should serve up to 40 participants. One of the ToT institutes will need to be recorded so participants can view the content again as a resource.
Page 16, Section 3, Proposal Specifications, 3.1 Technical Proposal Requirements, 3.1.3 Organization Structure and Personnel Resources, Item 3 Fiscal Manager
Delete paragraph three in its entirety and replace with:
Fiscal Manager must possess, at a minimum, a bachelor’s degree, and have at least five years of recent experience (within the last seven years) providing fiscal oversight and management of large complex contracts comparable to the size and scope of the services described in this RFP.
Page 42, Section 7, Scope of Project, Task 1.3 CDE Approval Schedule Requirements
Delete paragraph four in its entirety and replace with:
The Technical Proposal must ensure that there are no less than 20 working days for the CDE initial review of final drafts that have been reviewed and approved by the successful bidder’s Project Manager prior to submission to the CDE.
Page 47, Section 7, Scope of Project, Task 4.1 Virtual Training of Trainers Institute
Delete paragraph one in its entirety and replace with:
The Technical Proposal must describe in detail how the successful bidder will design and conduct a Training-of-Trainers (ToT) Institute for professional development on CLRT. Three ToT institutes must be conducted for three regional areas within California (i.e., Northern, Central, and Southern California) and must be at least two days, or 16 hours, in length for each area. For each “eight hour, full-day” training, the CDE will consider a proposal with a training combined into two or three presentations, or chunks, however all trainings for each “eight-hour, full day” must take place within the same week. The Technical Proposal must acknowledge and ensure that the successful bidder will work with CDE to obtain approval for all logistics for the ToT institutes. The ToT institutes will be delivered in a virtual model. The CDE cannot reimburse the Contractor for any cancellation fees, deposit or pre-payments under any circumstances, even if the CDE decides to cancel the event
Page 48, Section 7, Scope of Project, Task 4.1 Virtual Training of Trainers Institute
Delete the last paragraph and replace with the following:
The Technical Proposal must confirm that the successful bidder will obtain prior approval from the CDE and MEP Directors in the area for all ToT Institute participants being considered. The Technical Proposal must describe in detail how the successful bidder will include the CDE and MEP Director for the region or DFD in the recruitment and selection of participants; participants may only include certificated staff. The Technical Proposal must describe in detail their process for confirming that participants will agree to be trainers in their local programs, utilizing the ToT content and materials provided by the ToT presenter(s). The Technical Proposal must describe how the ToT dates will be selected based on the availability of MEP subgrantees and the CDE Contract Monitor; all ToT dates must be approved by the CDE.
Page 49, Section 7, Scope of Project, Task 4.1.1 Virtual Training-of-Trainers Presentation Content
Add bullet C. to paragraph one:
C. The same ToT content should be presented to all three regional areas; however, the proposed bidder should differentiate content slightly by sending out a survey to evaluate the CRLT content knowledge and experience for each regional area to tailor the presentation to their needs. 
Page 49, Section 7, Scope of Project, Task 4.1.1 Virtual Training-of-Trainers Presentation Content
Add to the end of Task 4.1.1:
Upon contract start, the CDE may provide resources (e.g., videos and books) to the successful bidder to include in the institutes to support content identified in Part A of this section. The bullet points, in Part A of this section, illustrate some of the general topics to be discussed when presenting on the theory of culturally and linguistically responsive teaching, but it is not in a deliberate intended order of emphasis and content delivery.
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
