· The ineffective teacher definition includes individuals whose assignment is legally authorized by an emergency permit that does not require possession of a full teaching license; or teachers who hold a teaching credential but do not possess a permit or authorization that temporarily allows them to teach outside of their credentialed area (misassigned) and individuals who hold no credential, permit, or authorization to teach in California. Individuals teaching with the following permits would be considered ineffective: 
· Provisional Internship Permits, 
· Short-Term Staff Permits 
· Variable Term Waivers 
· Substitute permits or Teaching Permits for Statutory Leave (TSPL) holders serving as the teacher of record

VI. Inexperienced Teacher

· Emergency English Learner or Bilingual Authorization Permits
