Introduction
Applications are accepted on a continuous basis and will be processed quarterly.  Applications must be received in this office prior to the cut-off date.  Applications received after the cut-off date will be placed in the next quarterly administration.  
Who Should Apply
Candidates who meet the minimum qualifications as stated below may apply for this examination by the cut-off date.  Once you have list eligibility, you may not reapply for twelve (12) months from your eligibility date.  All applicants must meet the education and/or experience requirements as stated on this examination announcement.  Candidates that are unsuccessful in the exam must wait six (6) months from the testing date before reapplying to take the exam.
Filing Instructions
To apply for this examination, you must submit a complete examination package.  The following documents comprise a complete application package:

Minimum Qualifications
Credential Requirements:
Possession of a valid credential or permit authorizing public school service in California. (Applicants who do not possess the required credential or permit will be admitted to the examination, but must secure the credential or permit before they will be considered eligible for appointment.) (A Master's Degree or equivalent in Education or subjects related to health education such as a master's in Public Health may be substituted for the credential requirement at any level.)
Possession of a valid administration credential or credential or life diploma of equivalent authorization. (One year of experience in the California Department of Education performing the duties of a professional education class at a level equivalent to the class of School Health Education Assistant, Range B, or higher may be substituted for the required credential. Experience used in this manner to meet the credential requirement must be in addition to that used to meet the general experience requirements.)
AND
Experience Requirements:
Experience applicable to one of the following patterns may be combined on a proportional basis with experience applicable to the other pattern, to meet the total experience requirement.  Experience in California state service applied toward the general experience pattern must include the same number of years of qualifying experience as required in the promotional pattern performing the duties of a class with a level of responsibility equivalent to that described in the promotional pattern.
Either I
One year of experience in California state service performing health education duties of a class with a level of responsibility equivalent to that of School Health Education Assistant, Range B.
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Or II
Two years of administrative, supervisory or equivalent staff level experience in school or community health which shall have developed a comprehensive knowledge of, and competence in school health education. (Experience on the academic staff of a college or university in a field related to school health education may be substituted for up to one year of the required experience on a year-for-year basis.)
Position Description
This is the full journey level in the series. The Consultant serves as a departmental spokesperson on school health education in a geographic area, or serves as a statewide specialist for particular education program components.
Under the direction of an Administrator, consultants have general responsibility for all activities in their geographic, subject matter of functional area. They provide coordination and liaison among various private, State and other public agencies which provide services to school children; evaluate curricula for use in school health education programs; review recommendations of lower level staff related to applications for funding, site and facilities inspections or program components and decide what action is to be taken; participate in developing the annual work plan as part of the program budget; and perform the more difficult, sensitive, and complex program formulation, analysis and implementation, administrative and assessment activities. Consultants may also provide leadership and training to incumbents in the Assistant level class in the series.
Examination Scope
This examination will consist of a Qualification Assessment Questionnaire (QAQ) weighted 100%.  In order to obtain a position on the eligible list, a minimum score of 70% must be attained.  
In addition to evaluating applicants’ relative knowledge, skills, and ability, as demonstrated by quality and breadth of education and experience, emphasis will be on measuring competitively, relative job demands, and each applicant’s:
Knowledge of:
1. Extensive knowledge of modern principles, practices and trends related to school, public, and community health education programs in order to comply with Education Code. 
2. Advanced knowledge of attitudes, beliefs, and behaviors related to specific content area of health education in order to meet program goals and objectives.
3. Comprehensive knowledge of provisions of the Education, Health and Safety Government and Administrative Code relating to school health to improve health and save lives.
4. General knowledge of functions and purposes of State and Federal agencies providing health services for children and youth in order to interpret and apply statues and policy.
5. Extensive knowledge of training techniques and strategies, with emphasis on the content area to ensure identified training needs are met.
6. Extensive knowledge of accepted principles and practices related to instruction on alcohol, tobacco, marijuana and other drugs, nutrition, Comprehensive Sexual Health Education, dental health, and consumer health to ensure departmental compliance.
7. Comprehensive knowledge of current developments and research in school health education to provide and exchange information. 
Ability to:
1. Ability to provide leadership and direction to statewide school health programs to enable students to make healthy choices.
2. Ability to establish and maintain cooperative relationships with persons contacted in the course of the work in order to exchange information related to school health education procedures.
3. Ability to communicate effectively in order to exchange information and provide guidance to staff, the public and other entities.
4. Ability to analyze situations accurately and take effective action to solve complex problems. 
5. Ability to conduct conferences, workshops and training programs as a Subject Matter Expert for the division/unit on school health education policies, issues, etc.
6. Ability to relate health education programs to health service programs to ensure all students receive high quality school health programs.
7. Ability to analyze and evaluate materials relevant to school health in order to determine and implement effective and appropriate educational materials.
8. Ability to formulate and carry out planning and evaluation to ensure all students receive a quality education and compliance with Education, Health and Safety, Government, and Administrative Codes.
9. Ability to apply leadership and creativity in the identification, development and implementation of new programs, program revisions, and program evaluation in school health education to comply with California Law.
10. Ability to plan, organize, and direct the work of others in order to complete assigned work.

Eligible List Information
A Departmental Open spot eligible list will be established for the California Department of Education in Sacramento County.  The names of successful competitors will be merged onto the list in order of final scores, regardless of date.  Competitor’s eligibility will expire 24 months after it is established.  Applicants must then retake the examination to reestablish eligibility.
Veterans’ Preference
Veterans' Preference will be granted for this examination. Effective January 1, 2014, in accordance with Government Codes 18973.1 and 18973.5, whenever any veteran, widow or widower of a veteran, or spouse of a 100 percent disabled veteran achieves a passing score on an open examination, he or she shall be ranked in the top rank of the resulting eligibility list. This section shall not apply to any veteran who has been dishonorably discharged or released. (See “General Information” on this bulletin for additional information and direction on how to apply for Veterans’ Preference).
Career Credits
Career Credits will not be added to the final score of this examination.
Requirements for Admittance to the Examination
NOTE: All applicants must meet the education and/or experience requirements for this examination at the time the application is submitted. Your signature on your application indicates that you read, understand, and possess the minimum qualifications required. 
NOTE: All applications must include: “to” and “from” dates (month/day/year), time base, civil service or private sector titles, and the duties performed. Applications received without this information will be rejected. Your signature on your application indicates that the information provided is true and complete to the best of your knowledge. 
Qualifying experience may be combined on a proportionate basis if the requirements stated below include more than one pattern and are distinguished as “Either” I, “or” II “or” III, etc. For example, candidates possessing qualifying experience amounting to 50% of the required time of Pattern I, and additional experience amounting to 50% of the required time of Pattern II, may be admitted to an examination as meeting 100% of the overall experience requirements.
Selection Plan
This examination will consist of an evaluation of each candidate’s Qualification Assessment Questionnaire.  For this reason it is important that each candidate accurately and completely fill out his or her application package as instructed.
Applications will be accepted on a continuous basis.  Testing is considered continuous, as new test dates can be set at any time as departmental needs warrant.  Each new cut-off date will be publicized to ensure that applicants have adequate time to complete and submit an application.
 NOTE: If conditions warrant, this examination may utilize an evaluation of each candidate’s experience and education compared to a standard developed from the class specification. For this reason, it is especially important that each candidate take special care in accurately and completely filling out his or her application. If you meet the requirements stated on this bulletin, you may take this examination, which is competitive. Possession of the entrance requirement does not assure a place on the eligible list. Your performance in the examination will be compared with the performance of the others who take this test, and all candidates who pass will be ranked according to their scores.
The testing department reserves the right to revise the examination plan to better meet the needs of the service, if the circumstances under which this examination was planned, change. Such revision will be in accordance with civil service laws and rules and all competitors will be notified.
Candidates needing special testing arrangements due to a disability must mark the appropriate box on the application and/or contact the testing department.
General Qualifications
Candidates must possess essential personal qualifications including integrity, initiative, dependability, good judgment, and the ability to work cooperatively with others; and a state of health consistent with the ability to perform the assigned duties of the class. A medical examination may be required. In open examinations, investigation may be made of employment records and personal history and fingerprinting may be required.
Eligible Lists
Eligible lists established by competitive examination, regardless of date, must be used in the following order: 1) sub-divisional promotional, 2) departmental promotional, 3) multi-departmental promotional, 4) service-wide promotional, 5) departmental open, or 6) open. When there are two lists of the same kind, the older must be used first. Eligible lists will expire in one to four years unless otherwise stated on the bulletin.
Veterans’ Preference
1. Effective January 1, 2014, in accordance with Government Codes Section 18973.1, and 18973.5, Veterans’ Preference will be awarded as follows: Any veteran, widow or widower of a veteran, or spouse of a 100 percent disabled veteran, who achieves a passing score in an entrance examination, shall be ranked in the top rank of the resulting eligibility list. Any veteran who has been dishonorably discharged or released is not eligible for veterans’ preference.
2. An entrance examination is defined, under the law, as any open competitive examination.
3. Veterans’ Preference is not granted once a person achieves permanent civil service status.
