Addendum to Final Statement of Reasons

Update to Initial Statement of Reasons

Non substantive changes were made to the proposed regulations to (1) make grammar and punctuation changes and (2) consistently used defined terms throughout the regulations. 

The proposed regulations are modeled after the SPAC regulations contained in 5 CCR section 12030 et seq.  The RPAC regulations were modeled after the SPAC regulations to facilitate implementation. Often, local educational agencies experience high turnover therefore consistency in procedures for both councils will facilitate implementation by reducing the number of different rules and procedures that must be mastered to operate the councils.


ALTERNATIVES DETERMINATION 

The SSPI has determined that no alternative would be more effective in carrying out the purpose for which the regulations is proposed or would be as effective and less burdensome to affected private persons than the proposed regulations or would be more cost effective to affected private persons and equally effective in implementing the statutory policy or other provisions of law. All alternatives considered by the SSPI were in the form of public comments.
